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Government announced in the Diet that the investigation
of the business of the Stute Zank, instigoted by the
Right Party, has proved Loeb impeccuble.

ence if he were not campelled t¢ resigh.

10,000 RUSSIAN JEWISH REFUCEES HAVE LEFT ROUMANIA

Ducarest, Sept.iS(Jewish Tele hic Agency) 10,000
Russian Jewish refujees, esca persecution and starva-
tion in Soviet Russia and Ukrainia, who were stranded in
Roumenia, have left the ccuntry in the last year.

An unusually difficult situation was created in Roumania,
cwing to the influx of these refuw The purpcse of

their journey was not to settle in nia, but to pro-
ceed to the United Stutes and cih Th

veVPr, to 3iv heri temporary resid-

ence after the ICA had suaranteed that the refugees would

be afforded fucilities to emizrate o their destination.

With the assistance of the ICA 6,800 were able to leave
Roumaonia, c¢f which 5,000 went to the United States and
Conuda and 1,100 to balestine. 3,400 refusees left of their
own accord for various ccuntr:i.es.

The evening before his death, Rabbi Cehn delivered a lec-
ture on the Talmud. He was a son of the famous Rabbi of
Fulda and was still a very young mon. He recentiy suc-
ceeded the late Rabbi Dr. loses Marx as Rabbi of Darmstadt
and was to have been married in a few days to the daughter
of a prominent German Rabbi.

JEWISH STUDENTS FROM POLAND AND ITALY ON
PILGRIMAGES TO PALESTINE

Jerusalem, Sept. 3 (Jewish Telegraphic Agency Mail Service)
Headed by followers of the "free professions" - lawyers
doctors and engineers, a group of Jewish students and
recent graduates of Polish universities numbering 76 ar-
rived in Palestine towards the end of August on a so-
called "academic tour". .

Representatives of the Immigration Department of the
Palestine Zionist Executive met the tourists on disembark-
ation at Jaffa, whence, after spending a few days in Tel
Aviv, the group proceeded on Sunday, August 24th, to Jer-
usalem, A reception for the visitors was arranged by the
Palestine Zionist Executive at the Leth Ha'dm August 26th,
where thev were welcomed by the heads of the Jerusalem
Maccebeans and others. After two days in Jerusalem the
group left for an automobile tour of the ccuntry, the
tour covering, principally, the Keren Hayesod settlements
on the Jewish National Fund estates.

On Friday, August 30th, a group of young Jewish tourists
arrived from Italy and were received by officials ¢f the
Palestine Zicnist Executive in Jaffa and by the Jewish:
National Fund in Jerusalemn.

ZIONIST EDUCATION HEAD REMAINS

Jerusalem, Sept. 3 (Jewish Telegraphic Agency Mail Service)
Reporis to the contrary notwithstanding, the Education
Department of the Palestine Zionist Exécutive has 1ot re-
signed in consequence of the decision of the Zionigh Aﬂr;:t:.cns
Gormittee to reduce the Keren Hayesod grant for the Ecurew
Schools in Palestine from 60,000 to 58,000 pounds Sterling.

Following the resignation of the Vaad Hachinuch as a pro-
test against the reduction, the Education Department, of
which Dr, Joseph Luria is head, issued a statement to the
Press that the Department, while deploring the reductions .
in the budged, already fixed at the lowest possible nminimug,
considers it its duty in view of the undertakings towards
the educational system given by the Palestine Zionist Ex-
ecutive, not to withdraw.
