The letters patent filed with the
Privy Council in London by Rev. de la
Penha was granted to his ancestor,
Joseph de la Penha, by William of
Orange.  The letter was written i
Dutch and reads in part_as follows:
“Whereas in the year 1677 discoveries
and possession have been made in our
name of certain territories situated in
Ihc northern part of America, formerly
in no one's possession but known
under the name of Labrador and being
willing at the instance of Joseph de la
Penha, citizen and inhabitant of the
Ciiy of Rotterdam by virtue of their
forementioned taking possession of the
said territories and theirunto belonging
having-granted. and do grant by these
unto the said Joseph de la Penha the
nominal and territorial rights, to and
over the said territories and the coast
as far as it extends itsclf the fifty-
fourth to the sixtieth degree of north-
ern latitude, with all land, woods, for-
ests, rivers, fruits and fisheries situated
therein and off the same with full right
to the never ceasing or pcrpctual or im-
mortal tenure inheritance for them and
his lawful heirs.”

The Council is made up of represen-
tativcs of Synagogue organizations of
the Reform, the Conservative and the
Orthodox.  The constituent organiza-
tions are the Union of Orthodox Jewish
Congregations of America and its Rab-
binical Counc:l representing the Ortho-
dox, the United Synagogue of America
and its Rabbxmcal Assembly represent-
ing the Conservative and the Central
Conference of American Rabbis and the
Union of American Hebrew Congrega-
tions, representing the Reform wing.
Rabbi Abram Simon of \Washington
was clected president, Captain N. Tay-
lor Phillips and Rabbi Elias Solomon,
vice-presidents; Ben Altheimer, treas-
urer; Rabbi Abraham Burstein, sccre-
tary to the Board and Rabbi Jacob B.
Pollok, secretary.

The formation of the Synagogue
Council of America is the culmination
of a sencs of conferences which oc-
curred during the iast eighteen months.

The sessions were held at the Mer-
cantile Club and were attended by rep-
resentatives  of the three wings 1n
Jewish religious life in this country. A
characteristic feature of the conference
was the dispatch with which the busi-
ness was disposed of despite the wide
divergence of opinion. Following two
hours of discussion, the constitution
was adopted.

In the preamble of the constitution it
is declared :

“Whercas it is desirable that_the na-
tional’ religious organizations of Amer-
ic meet to take counscl together for the
purpose of speaking and acting
in_furtherin; ch interests as the con-
stituent nrgm\-zatmns have in common,
be it resolved that a Synagogue Coun-
cil of America, composed of representa-
tives of national religious organizations
of America be formed, it being clearly
provided that the Council in no way
interfere with the religious or admini-
strative autonomy of any of the con-
stituent organizations.

“The name of this crg'm\zmon shall
bc ‘l‘he Synagogue Council of America.’

¢ organizations constituting this
couucn] shall be The Central Conference
of American Rabbis, Rabbinical Assem-
bly and the Jewish Theological Semi-
nary, the Rabbinical Council of the
Union of Orthoddox Jewish Congrega-
tions of America, Union of American
Hcebrew Congregations, Union of Or-
thodox J'e\ush Congregations of Amer-
ica, United Symagogue of America, and
such similar organizations as may be
admitted from_time to time.

“Each constituent organization shall
be entitled to three members in the

or disability of a delegate, an alternate
shall be entitled to vote in his stead.
“The officers of this organization
shall be a chairman, two vice-chairmen,

hold office for one year, beginning with
Aay and shall discharge the duties usu-
ally pertaining to their offices.

“Every dccision of the Council shall
require the unanimous approval of the
constituent organizations as expressed
through a majority vote of cach con-
slituent organization.

“Notice of amendment to this consti-
tution must be served upon all mem-
bers of the Council at lcast thirty days
before a meeting.

“The regular meeting of the Council
shall take 1)hcc in November, February
and May of cach year. Mectings shall
be called by the chair at the request ot
any constituent organizations.

“Ducs shall be determined on the
basis of annual budget and shall be di-
vided cqually among the consiituent or-
ganizations.”

Among the subjects on which the
S\mqogue Council took action at its
meeting yesterday was the problem of
the growing secularization of Jewish
life in America, goodwill and coopera-
tive relations between Jews and Chris-
tians in social work and the problem
of the unattached Rabbi. The Council
decided to speak jointly in the name of
all wings of Jewish life in issuing in-
formative notices to the press and to
Universities and other educanonal au-
thorities concerning Je
and observances.

MICHELSON’S DISCOVERY
WILL BE ACCEPTED

BY ASTRONOMERS

(Jewish Daily Bulletin)

Philadelphia, Nov. 10.—Prof. Albert
A. Michelson's discovery that light
travels 186,284 miles a second, or thirty-
six miles a second less than hitherto
supposed, will be accepted by the as-
tronomical as well as by the general
scientific world, despite experiments
that are said to contradict both Michel-
son’s work and the Einstein theory.

The report at the convention here
of the National Academy of Science,
of which Prof. Michelson is president,
that Prof. Dayton C. Miller, of the
Case School of Applied Science in
Cleveland, had obtained results to con-
tradict  Michelson’s  extensive  re-
searches, was considered by at leasi
onc authority to be without foundation.

Dr. John A. Miller, professor of as-
tronomy at Swarthmore College, whose
paper_summarizing the results of ten
years of observation of solar eclipses
was one of the high lights of the con-
vention, declared he did not think Prof.
Dayton’s experi 1d show Piof.
Michelson to be

“As far as I know,” said Dr. Miller,
“Prof. Dayton’s experiments are such
as to have little bearing on the results
obtained by Prof. Michelson. As I
understand it, Prof. Dayton is not ex-
erimenting with the velocity of light.”

Miller cexplained that although
discovery revises the
ght by only 36 miles
a sccond, it ncvertheless is of great
importance, inasmuch as it brings nearer
to absolute certainty the knowledge
about one of the few remaining con-
stants in the world of science. (A con-
stant, as its name implies, is an un-
changing natural phenomenon.)

“The_scientific world,” said Dr, Mil-
ler, “will accept Prof. Mic!
ures, T am sure. I probab! ill gov-
ern my own experiments by them.”

Dr. Miller's experiments also are
based somewhat on Prof. Michelson’s
achievements.  Dr. Miller's ten years
