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New Bill Will Qualify
Thousands of Jews for
Czechoslovak Citizenship
(Jewish Telegraphic Agency)

Prague, May 7—Thousands of Jews
in the hastern provinces of Czécho-
Slov who arc not citizens of any
coumry as a result of the map- shxflmg
following the war will be enabled to b
come Czecho-Slovakian citizens as the
result of a new naturalization law that
regulates with great liberality the pro-
cess of acquiring citizenship. The
nouncement that the new measure h:ul
been drafted was made today in the
Czecho-Slovak Senate by Jan Cerny,
Minister of the Interior.

His announcement was made after the
constitutional committee had adopted a
resolution asking the government fo
grant citizenship to all applicants born
in territory now belonging to the
Czecho-Slovak Republic_and also to
those living in Czecho-Slovakia for a
long period of time. Jewish war refu-
gees in Czecho-Slovakia will be particn-
larly benefited by the new law.

“The bill that has now been prepared |
by the government was first introduced |
into parliament last January by the |
Social - Democrats, — numerically the |
strongest party in the country. The|
bill provided that anyone who has lived |
‘within the present boundaries of Czecho-
Slovakia since 1910 is eligible to citizen- |
ship. The Jewish members of Parl
ment offered an mncudmun Xo this bill |
vhich would make all residents of |
Czecho-Slovakia since 1915 qu.\llﬁcd for |
citizenship. This amendment enables
Jewish ‘war rdug(cs to become citizens,
wwhile the original bill provides for the
Jews of ST R e tia_and_Carpatho-Russia.

Senate Committee Favors Bill
Recodifying Citizenship Laws
(Jewish Telegraphic Agency)

Washington, May 7—Legalization and

privileges of citizenship for aliens who

entered America unlawfully up to July

1, 1924, instead of the present period

of June 3, 1921, the exempting of hus-

bands of American citizenesses from
the quota and a number of important
changes in the existing naturalization

Taws are proposed in a report made by

the Senate immigration committee to

the Senate of a bill which in effect
represents a recodification of the nat-
uralization laws.

Another provision, of a restrictive
and not liberalizing nature, - similar
to that recently offered in the House,
would  require applicants for citizen-
ship. to read, write and. speak English
as well as know as much about Ameri-
can history as set forth in the citizen-
ship textbook issued by.the Bureau of
Naturalization.

Other changes proposed by the bill
are the removal of doubt as to the
naturalization of a minor child through
the naturalization of mother
whether or not the child intends to re-
main in America permanently, admis-
sion as non-quota immigrants of un-
married children of American women
iwho lost their citizenship by marriage
to foreigners, as well as the women
themselves, requiring that a naturaliza-
tion witness be a citizen for five years
and the repatriation of citizens who ex-
patriated themselyes through entering
the military service of the armies of
the Allies during the: War.
