The cofrins were carried through the Haifa Jewish
suburdb, Hadar Haoarmel, and were then teken to the Labour Settle-
ment Yadjur, to which the viotims belonged, and’ were: buried there.

countryside trying to hunt down the murderers. -

Great uneasiness exists here because nothing has been
heard for a month of Dr. Ahronee, of the Hebrew University, a
distinguished zoologist, who went together with his wife on a
sclentific expedition in the Syrian desert. Their itinerary in-
cluded the entire desert by slow stages from Damascus to Mosul by
way of Palmyra and Baghdad. Dr. Ahronee is well. acquainted with
the desert, and the lack of news may mean only that he has had no
facilities for communication. . Dr. Jourdain, an English zoologist
whg went to join Dr. Ahronee and his wife, arrived here to-day a
month after he had left them. -The Palestine Government is in
communication with the Syrian and Iraq authorities, and it is
likgly that search parties and an air reconnaisance will be organ-
ised. .

Colonel Josef Bek, in his interview with NKr« Jacob Landau, the
lanaging Director of the J.T.A. (given in the J.T.,A. Bulletin of
the.

The average of intelligence among Jewish children is
higher thean among non-Jewish is the conclusion reached by Dr. J. B.
. Laller, research associate at Teachers! College, Columbia University,
~‘in an article, "Studies in the Intelligence of Young Jews", which
appéars in the current issue of "Jewish Educatiom",embodying en enquiry
&0 madounder the auspices of the Department of Research of the Union
of ‘American Hebrew Congregations. The article includes the findings
of .a large number of psychological studies, comparing the intelli-
gonce’ of Jewish end non-Jewish children, presenting a summary of re-
~—ports of. some-fifteen investigations appearing in various technical
Journals, such as the British Journal of Psychology; the Journal
. of Educational Psychology and various dissertations. .In practic-
ally every one of these researches Jewish ohildren were found to
attain a higher average of intelligence than their non-Jewish class-
mate_s, Dr. Naller declares. Their superiority was especially
narked in tests of absm*sct"intelligence and those involving the
use.-of "language, he says. Jewish children excelled in intelligence
R age for'age. .
