warsaw, Nov. 10th. (Jewish Telegraphic Agency).

The anti-Jewish student excesses which started at
Lemberg University, shifted to Cracow and then to Warsaw,
where they are still in progress, are now at their helght at
Vilna University, where they have already resulted in the
first death of this serles of outbreaks. The victim is a
Crristian student, Stanislav Waclawski, who got his head
troken by a stone in the fighting end died soon after he was
aéritted to the hospital. Sixteen Jewish students have been
injured and one of them is in a serious condition. .

The trouble started this morning, when Jewish stud-
ents arriving at the University found big bodies of Wational
Democratic students barring the entrances and refusing to
allow them to enter, the Polish Telegraphic Agency, the official
news agency of the Polish Government, ‘states. The Rector of
the Unlversity had anticipated some trouble, and had issued
an order forbidding any disturbances, but the National Demo-
crats took no notice of his order. Some fighting took place
between the two sides, but i1t was soon suppressed by the
euthorities. Shortly after, there was a new clash at the
Anatomical Institute, in which the dead student, Stanislav
"aclawskil, received his injury.

The news of his death spread rapidly and had a sober-
ing effect on the students, who formed up at azbout four
o'clock in the afternoon and marched quietly in procession to
the hospital mortuary, where the body had been placed.
Although the students caused no trouble, says an official
statement 1ssued in connection with the occurrences, the mob
which followed their procession, however, smashed windows in
Jewish houses and shops in the Zawalnae Street. The police
promptly intervened and soon restored order.

. Nevertheless, the J.T.A. was informed on making &
long-distance telephone enquiry in Vilna, there was a panie
in the Jewish quarter in the svening. Jewish shops in the
Zawalna, Niemiecka and Troker streets were hastily closed
after several windows had been smashed, but the night passed
without incident. -

The University itself has been closed down. i

The "Gazeta Warszawska", the official organ of the
National Democratic Party issued a special edition contalning
a roport from Vilna which alleged that the Jews had killed two
Crristian students, and called on its readers to take revenge
on the¥ Jews. . :

The authorities immediately had the issue confiscated.

L mob of students and hooligans made a raid this
evening on the Jewish quarter of Shnipeshok, on the outskirts
of the city, which 1s inhabited by.the poorest section of

Vilna Jews.

The Board of the Vilna Jewish Community held a

special meeting to-night, to consider the situation.

There were few Jews in the streets in the centre
of the town this evening, being afraid to venture out. EBig
police detacrtments are on duty in the streets now, and the
police authorities state that they are now in full control
of ths situation.

A deputation of the South African Jewilsh Board of
Deputiss, headed by its President, ir. S. Raphaely, and in-
cluding Dr. Cherles Spiro, the Vice-Presidont, and Messrs.
Geffen and Tencharz, visited yssterday at Prastoria Dr. F. D.
ialan, the Minister of the Interior in the South African
Union Government, to convey to him the concern of tre Board
at the threat which he madé recently.(reported in the
J.T.A., Bulletin of the 4th. inst.), that if' the Jews of the
country do not stop opposing the Immigration Restrictien
Law, the Covernment Party will hit back at them by awaken-
inz anti-Jewilsh hatred in South Africa.

In the course of the interview, which lasted for
about two hours, Dr. Malan expressed to the deputation his
appreciation of their sincerity and candour, and promised
that he would publish his reply to their representations,
together with the written submission which they had made to
him.

Ths South Africen Jewish Board of Dsputies has de-
clded to expand its organisation throughout the country, for
the purpose of building up a biz organisation able to defend
the status and the prestige of South African Jewry against
the new menace.

Reference has bson made at a meeting held here to
protest against Dr. Malan's utterances, to the fact that an
antisemitic book published in London, a translation from a
notorious Germen antisemitic work, contains a message sent
0 the publishers by Dr. Malan, lauding the book as a useful
work, so it is not surprising, it was said, to find Dr.
Halan expressing antisemitic views himself.

a notorious antisemitic work by ex-Deputy Fritsch, the 77 *
year old German antisemite, who 1s the head of the Leipzig
antisemitic "Hammer" publishing house, which published the
Gormen translation of Henry Ford's "International Jew" and *
continues to circulate it despite Mr. Ford's instructions
stnce lgis recantation that the sale of the book should be
stoppeds

In 1926 ex-Deputy Fritsch was found guilty of
libelling Herr Max Warburg and his partner, Dr. Karl Melchior,
and he was sentenced to a term of imprisonment.’ Fe has been

THE_NEW JEWISK COMMUNITIES DRAFT LAW IN PRUSSIA: TEXT OF
T OPPOSITTION DECLARAT. Y ZIONIST REPRESENTATIVES ON
JEWTISH COMMUNITIES.

Berlin, Nov. 10th. (Jewish Telegraphic Agency).

The draft law regulating the affairs of the syna-
gogue communities in Prussia is in all its parts an intoler-
able retrogression against the existing legal position, says
the resolition adopted by the conference of Zionist members of
JewisH Community Boards and Representative Assemblies in
Prussia and other parts of Germany, the members of the Frac-
tion of the Jewish Pecple's Party in the Prussian Federation
of Jewish Communitiss and the members of the Jewish Communi-
ties Commission of the German Zionist Federation, which has
Juat been held here (already reported in substance in yester-
day's .J.T.A. Bulletin).

The draft law, it proceeds, has been drawn up in com-
plete disregard of the unanimous vote of the authorised repre-
sentative body of Prussian Jewry. The draft law has the
effect of breaking up the unity of Jewry, by the fact that it
permits ‘to a greater extent than hitherto, the establishment
of separatist communities. The facilities which it gives
for leaving the Jewish Communities are a menace to the exist-
ence, the outward security and the inner development possi-
bilitles of the Jewish Communities. The draft law also
places in grave danger the principle of equal rights of all
members .of the Community, which is for us the basis of a Jow-
ish community, and which we can never surrender. The draft
law mekes it possible for communities to deprive Jews who are
not-of German citizenship of their rights as members of the
Community. We sea this draft law as a move directed against
ths existe{xce and the development of Judaism, and will fizht
against itFwith all determination. e wish to make-it clear
that the desires of the Prussian Jews on this matter have been
expressed in the declsions adopted in 1928 by the Federation

The great Jewish painter, Lesser Ury, who died a few
weeks ago, shortly defore his 70th. birthday, having lived
all his 1life in poverty and half-starving himself, cemplaining
always bitterly of his want and his inability to sell his pic-
tures, was actually a miser, who has left a great sum of money
behind, his executor revealed to-day.

Behind his canvasses, the executor states, he has
found meny thousands of paper marks, valuable articles of
jewsllery and packages of securities, and a Berlin banking
house has in additlon notified him that it has a quarter of
a million marks standing to Lesser Ury's deposit account.

ANOTHER TWO JEWS IN BRITISH GOVERNMENT: SIR PHILIP SASSQON
APPOINTED UNMDER~SZCRETARY FOR_AIR AND hiR, HORE-BELISHA
BECOMES VICE-WINISTER OF TRADE.

Sir Philip Sassoon (Conservative), who was Under-
Secretary of State for Air in the last Conservative Govern-
ment and also in the first National Government, has been re-
appointed to the same position in the new Government.

Mr. Leslie Hore-Belisha, the Chairman of the Execu-
tive of the Liberal National Party (Simonites), who took the.
leading part in the formation of the Party, has been appointed
Parliamentary Secretary to the Board of Trade. Ir. Hore-
Belisha has never before held office, but he was a very
active and well-known back-bencher in the last Parliament.
His chief at the Board of Trade, Mr. Runciman, is also a mem-
ber of his Party, and his leader Sir John Simon, 1s now
Forelgn Secretary in succession to Lord Reading.

Sir Robert Hamilton, who was Under-Secretary for
the Colonies in the first National Government, retains the
“position, and Mr. Malcolm MacDonald, the Prime Minister's son,
retains the Under-Secretaryship for the Dominions, to which
he was. appointed in the last Government.
