The plan, part of
e schepfe to establish the movement jn qvery country in Surope, has
already made considerable strides. ~ In the,-strictest secrecy,
Hery Nieland, general eniser of the Hitler campaign outside
Germeny, visited London Yo months ago, it is gtatsd, to launch
the movement.  About 200 Germans attended a meeting and pledg- -
od themselves ;to further:liitler:s plans by propaganda and other

Dry Thost, London correspondent of Hitler newspapers, was
appointed to control the-activities of Germans in the South “of
ngland - his headquarters being in Cleveland-square, Hyde
Park, W. - and Herr Hans Erich Bening in the North.

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This 1s being done in’ every Zuropean State and in
the United States, so that when the time comes for Eitler to
selze power, he will be surrounded by States whose Govern- .
ments will be favourably disposed towards the new Yermany
he will make .

Already, the "Herald" concludes, the ceampalgn has
produced a split in the inglo-German Associlation at Oxford
University, and a separate, body has been formed to further
Nazl interests.

o The existence in New York of a very active "cell"
of the German Hitlerist Organisation was revealed in Decem-
ber. 1930 through the Jewish Telegraphic igency . This
National-Socialist group in New York is in direct contact
with Adolf Hitler in Germany, 1t was stated. Following
the "protoplasmic" structure of the Hitlerist Organisation,
which consists of party "cells" that rapidly ‘generate new
"0611s", which in turn increase, the New York unit organised
a Chicago group, and is planning to organise Hitler "cells"
in all large German settlements in the United States.

In January of this year, a Hitlerist Organisation
was formed in Detroit, the inaugural meeting~ending in a free
fight, which had to be stopped by the police. The fight
started when Yr. Luedecke, the leadsr of the “merican Fitler-
ists, was reading out his programme, some of the audience
objecting to the paragraph which speaks of the purification
of the Germen race by pursing it of Jews and Catholics.

The same week a Hitlarist meoting attended by 200
young Germans was held in Chicago, addressed by Theodore
Gilssibel, of the New York branch, the organiser of the hmeri-
can Hitlerist Party, who delivered a speech attacking Jews
and, declaring that Germany would \be cleared of Jewish domina-
tion when the Hitlerists take over the Government.

Hicleri{b Organisations have also been formed in a
numb¥r of Zuropean .countries, notably in Austria, Scandinavia,
fiolland end Latvia. .

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PROFESSOR BORIS_SCHATZ DIES IN ALERICAN KOSPITAL.

New York, war, 23rd. (Jewish Telegraphic Agency).

Professor Boris Scohatz, the founder of the Bezalel
Jowish School of Art in Jerusalem, died last night in hospital
at Denver.

Professor Schatz, who was born in the distridt of
Kovno, was in his 55th. year. He was a student at Yeshiba,
when he fell under the influence of the Haskalah movement,
lost his religjious faith, and took up secular education.
Fe was fifteen when he went to Vilha, where he entered the
School of Drawing, suffering considerable privation, until
a Russian General, Dinamovitch, took him up. The famous
Jowish sculptor, Antakolsky, on one of his visits to his
native town, Vilna, arranged for him to get a stipendium en-
abling him to study at the Petersburg Academy of Art, but the
Czarist authorities refused to give him a permit to reside in
Petersburg. He thereupon settled in ‘%arsaw, studying at the
School of Fine Arts, and took up ssulpture. “Hel then 1ived
for about six years in-farls, afterwards going to Bulgaria,
where he founded a School of Airt, at which he was eppointed
Professor, and he was the official sculptor to the Bulgarian
Government and Court. His wife left him after several
years, taking with her their only child, a daughter, and he
was plunged into despair. At this time he began to interest
himself in Jewish questions, and beceme a Tionist.

Ho founded the Bezalel Jewish School of Art in
Jerusalem in 1908, and since then he had devoted hirself sole-
1y “to the promotion of Jewish art\in Palestine. .

Professqr Schatz visited America .several time, ob-
taining funds bhage which repeatedly enebled him to keep the
Bezalel School open when/it was on the verge of closing down,
and once, in 1928, after it had already been closed for a
few months. . -
4 Professor Schatz also’wrote much on Jewish art and
onfmrious Jowish qw stions in Yiddish, Eebrew, Russian and
Bulgarian. -

In 1927, on the occasion of the 20th. anniversarys’
of the founding of the Bezalel School, he published a Utop-
ien tale, in which le pletured Jerusalem as he imagined it

- in the future.

\ In addition to i}s\mk of reviving Jswish art in
Palestine, the Bezalsl has/through the Bezalel workshops
provided a means of livelihocd for hundreds of young people
engaged in artistic craft work. .

' Attached to the school 1s the Jewish National
kuseum which, founded at the same time, was/ also directed by
Professor Schatz, and contains over 5,000 paintings, statues
and, other works of art, including some by famous men like
Joseph Israels, Nax Liebermann, and Henry Glicenstein.
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
