When pro-government and So-
cialist students came to their defense,
a general skirmish ensued. The police
were called out and had to employ
water hoses to disperse the students.

Scores Postponement of Trial

The paper charges that the intention
is to drag the matter for so long that
will be forgotten, following the same
procedure adopted in the case of those
responsible for the shooting of fivé
Jews as they were crossing the Soroca
frontier.

The trial of Captain Panisoara and
the gendarmes implicated with him in
the torture of Bronstein last May, was
expected to take place in the summer,
was set for October 18th and now has
been postponed until December 20th.

BUDAPEST, Oct. 28—Ernst Mezei,
noted Hungarian Jew, who as a mem-
ber of the Hungarian Parliament play-
ed a prominent part in the events that
led to the vindication of the Jews ar-
rested in the famous Tisza-Eszlar
blood ritual affair, died here today at
the age of cxgluy-ouc

The death of Mezei recalls the
Tisza-Eszlar affair which was a cause
celebre at the end of the nineteenth
century.

Louis Kossuth, the great Hungarian
patriot, then lnmg in Turin, raised his
voice to castigate the action of the
authorities and to deprecate the stir-
ring up_of medieval race prejudices.

Mezei, then a deputy in Parliament
and an adherent of Kossuth’s, addressed
an interpellation to the Minister of
Justice, which called forth exciting
scenes. s a result an investigation
was stirred up which ultimately led to
the acquittal of fifteen Jews who had

Minister of Education Orders
Immediate Suppression ' of

Order Follows Disturbances at Ana-

BUDAPEST, Oct. 28—Immediate and
energetic suppression of any attempts
to interfere with studies was ordered
today by the Minister of Education fol-
lowing anti-Semitic disturbances yes-
terday at the Anatomical Institute of
Budapest University.

One hundred and twenty anti-Semites
forcibly evicted the Jewish students
from the institute yesterday. The ex-
cesses were quickly suppressed by the
authorities as were the attempts to
organize anti-Semitic demonstrations
outside the University.

Premier Julius Goemboes, meeting
the first test of his newly declared
friendliness toward the Jews, declared
to the press that he would not tolerate
any kind of disturbances.
