Moley Assails

Says Jews Should * Be
Given An Asylum
In America

The “crusty formalism of the
State Department” is barring the
entry .of great numbers of refugees
ruthlessly ejected from Germany,
Professor Raymond Moley writes in
an editorial published in the maga-
zine Today, of which he is editor.

“Non-Jewish as well as Jewish
professional men, scholars, teacher:
and artists,” said Professor Moley,
who is one of the original members
of the “Brain Trust”, “ruthlessly

Refugee Arrested For
Firing A Toy Gun Into
Reich Embassy Window

pistol through the window of thef

German embassy here to draw at-

Bachmann was arrested by a po-
liceman posted outside the embassy.
The bullct fired from his toy gun
broke the window through which it
passed and lodged in a wall causing
no further damage, according to an
official announcement.

sult of his flight from Germany, his
property having been confiscated.
When repeated efforts to bring his
case to the attention of the German

LONDON, Jan. 18—The Jewish

°}| nian neighbors in a manner that is

reminiscent of the pogrom period
of Bogdan Chmelnitzki, a special
correspondent of the London Jew-
ihs Chronicle reported. There are
586,000 Jews in East Galicia and
76000 of them reside im villages.
They have. been engaged in agri-
culture since the scventeenth cen-
tury. Many combine farming and
shopkeeping.

These Jewish farmers are now the
target of a most violent hatred and
outrages, while the -Polish .authori-
ties do nothing to prevent further
attacks, the correspondent stated.
Jewish houses are often set on fire
while Ukrainian neighbors stand by
and jeer at the Jewish efforts to ex-
tinguish the blazes. Sometimes Jew-
ish houses are set on fire with the
doors bolted from the outside and
all those in the houses perish, the
Chronicle correspondent reported.

In the districts of Lemberg, Stan-
islawow and Tarnmapol, hardly a
Jewish house is left standing where
the windows were not broken by
bands of organized hooligans, who
make this act the first warning for
the Jews to leave their farms> When
the warning is not heeded, incendi-

ary bullets, which cause fires, arc
shot into the houses and cause the

A Letter

That Speaks For Itself

(The following letter received in reply to a ques-
tmmxmr: from the president of a large mon-Jewish-
oumed department store wdicates that his. concern is
boycottmg German goods whole-heartedly. - For 0b-
vious reasons, we are_withholding the mame of the
writer and the concern he heads.)

“Editor, Jewish Daily Bulletin:

“Thank you for your letter of January Sth regard-
ing the investigation your paper is making into New
York's commercial reaction towards conditions in Ger-
many under the present German government,

“Our firm has not imported a great deal of merchan-
dise for a number of years. In fact, our total im-
ports amount to less than 5% of our inventory, and
the merchandise which we imported from Germany
was less than 1%.

“I think it was early in April last year that we first
discussed the German situation in our organization and
at the time came to the conclusion that we would not
import any more merchandise from Germany direct
until the German government took a different atti-
tude in its relation with the Jewish population residing
in Germany. We did this largely because we felt
that there would be a sales resistance to German
merchandise. In other words, our job as-merchants
is to buy what the majority of our customers want,
and if a substantial part of our clientele does not want
German-made m:rchand:se, it seems prudent for us'to
dxs:ontmue carrying if

“Later- in the snmmer, at’ the instigation of Mr.

Untermyer, the heads of the larger stores in New
York met and discussed the request that the stores
join in a boycott, . I am enclosing a copy of an agree-
ment made by these store heads, to which our firm
subscribed. . We took this position because we felt that
it would be unwise to annotnce a boycott against the
merchandise from any country, even though we had al-
ready decided not to continue buying this merchandise.

“I have checked our records carefully and find that
since May First we have not only not imported any
merchandise from Germany direct, but we have not
bought any German-made merchandise from importers.
We have had some call for- German merchandise, but
not a great deal.

“We have received many letters as to our stand on
this subject, mostly from: the Jewish people, although
we have received a few cnquiries from the German
people.
“We have been able to find proper substitutes for
German- made merchandxse in all instances cxcept some
of the in our China D

JT.A. NewErrespondent
Is Threatened Because
Of His Reports

(Jewish Telegraphic Agency)
VIENNA, Jan. 18—Continually
increasing pressure by Austrian
Nazis, aggravated by the secession
of a strong faction of the Heim-
wehr from the ranks of supporters
of the Dollfuss regime has thrown
the Jews of Austria into a’state of
fear which has not been eased by
the attitude of the government,

The state of mind of the Jews in
this country has not been eased by
the measures taken by Prince von
Starheimberg, leader of the pro-
Nazi Heimwehr, the Fascist home
guard, to remove unreliable Teaders.
Rumors spread by the = pro-Nazi
faction of the Heimwehr of a pend-
ing Nazi revolt here, which will be-
gin with a ferocious onslaught on
the Jews, have intensified the situ-
ation.

M. E. Tencnblatt, chief Austrian
correspondent of the Jewish Tel-
egffphic Agency; was summoned t&
the headquarters of the police sec-
tion in charge of supervising of the
press last night after he had filed
a telegram reporting on the Jew-
ish situation. He was told that he
would be deported from the couritry
if he sent anothér press message
unfavorable in tenor to the Dollfuss
government. . His - telegram ~ last
night was held up by the cenisor
for several hours.

“I was told that this consnuned
a final warning that I would be
cjected from Austria if 1 continued
to send out disquieting telegramis,”
Tenenblatt declared. “I pointed out
that the telegram had been carefully
phrased and it was pro-government
in tendency. But the chief palice
censor reiterated the warning even
more sharply, that I would: be ex-
pelled.” :

In the story which the censor held
up. the correspondent had reported
on government action to meet a
possible Nazi coup. Military pa-
trols have been reinforced and po-
lice have been posted at strategic
points. his message stated.

Leaflets attacking the Dollfass~
Fey regime as existing. solely on
“Jewish and French support”. -are
being widely distributed throughout
the country. bearing the signatures
of Nazi leaders and pro- Nazl Heim-
wehr men.
