On The Eve
E ARE on the eve of a
new catastrophe, Austrian
Jewry is in danger of experienc-
ing ‘the same fate as German
Jewry because of the spread of
Hitlerism to Austria. If Chan-
cellor Dollfuss is overthrown by
a Nazi revolution, the Jews of
Austria will be the scapegoats
again.. The Dollfuss party, to
offset the_popularity of the Nazi
anti- Jewxsh program, is manifest-
ing a miore intense anti-semitism
of its own. ‘The Jews will be the
sufferers, no matter what happens
in ‘Austria in the near future, but
if the Nazis succeed in gaining
control of Austria, the plight of
the Jews will be tragic. Accord-
ing to our special correspondent’s
report from Vienna, the Austrian
- Jews fear that “Jewish heads will
1" if the Hitlerites win, be-
cause the Jews of Austria are sup-
porting the Dollfuss Government
“apainst Nazi invasion,
The League of Nations, espe:
cially Franc», Great Britain and
the Little Entente, shotild hasten
i to exert all their moral powers to
F save Austria from the clutches of
‘Hitlerism. For Hitler's tritimph in
Austria would spur him on to
further attompts at the Hitlerl-
zation of Burope and then a new
war could hardly be averted.
There is one consolation.in Hit-
ler's mad desire to bring about
the Anschluss with Austria by
force. He will find himself vigor-
ously opposed by Benito Musso-
lini. There is nothing that Ifaly
fears more than the coming of
Nazi Germany too close to her
frontier by way of Austria.

WorldCongress

Sokolow Negative; Call
Zionist Executive
Session Today

Doubt as to the wisdom of con-
vening the World Jewish Congress
tentatively  scheduled! for this
summer was expressed by Nahum
Sokolow, president of the World
Zionist Organization, in a message
to Louis Lipsky, American mem-
ber . of the Zionist Executive,
which will meet today at the Astor
Hotel to formulate- the stand the
Zionist organization will take re-
garding the World Congress,

Mr. Sokolow expressed his views
regarding the world congress in

+lan article. which appeared in a

recent fssue of Hxolam, official or-
gan of the Zionist Executive,

of which Mr. Sokolow
cabled to' Mr. Lipsky, who had
asked for a statement of the
Zionist president’s position. This
was the information made public
by the Zionist Executive yester-
day.

Mr. Sokolow not only doubts
that it womd be wise to call the
World Congress, according to the
Executive, but he also questions
whother the popular elections by
which delegates to the Congress
are to be chosen will achieve the
unity of the Jxwish people, as is
intended. On the contrary the
Zionist veteran regards the fact
that, at the Geneva Jewish Con-
ference last’ summer where the
World Jewish Congress was dis-
cussed, some question was raised
as to whether or not Palestine
should be included in the program
of the World Congress, to be an
indication of the disagreements
and party battles which ‘might

take place in calling the parley.
