Habicht’s ‘Period of
Grace’ Passes—No
Outbreak

(Jewlsh Telegraphic Agency)
VIENNA, Feb, 28.—All Austria
waited tensely today as the period
of grace granted the Austrian
government by Theodore Habicht,
Hitlerite “Inspector General for
Austrig,” in a radio broadcast from
Munich eight days ago, expired.at
noon.

Faselst Helmwehr troops pa-
trolled the streets of Vienna and
heavy Heimwehr detachments were
concentrated in known strongholds
of Austrian Nazis, but Nazi out-
breaks failed to materialize.

‘The Austrian Nazis had declared
that they planned to app-ar on
the streets today at a secret zero
hour wearing the prohibited swas-
tika emblem as a gesture of defi-
ance against the Dollfuss regime.

In official circles it was belleved
that the threatened Nazi'demon-
strations were called off at the
last minute by direct orders from
Berlin.

Helmwehr leaders refused to
take the threatened Nazi offensive
seriously. Prince von Starhem-
‘berg characterized the Austrian
Nazis as “a few nolsy university
students.”

world 2 legacy of liberal idealism
of which it stands in need today.
He was a champion of the tri-
umph in the future of democratic
ideas over autocratic policies. It
is little wonder that today's Ger-
many has burned the books of
Heine. The Germany of tomor-
row will repudiate the Nazi fana-
ticism and once more will take
Heine to its heart. The soul of
this German Jewish poet a
thinker cannot be rooted out of
the German soil.”

Although Heine had been bap-
tized, he remained devoted to Ju
daism and Israel. “To his 4
day,” declared Rabbi Ro!en'blum
“he regretted the necessity of his
renunciation and tried to make
up for it in the defense of every
persecuted Jew.

Body to Help Settle Jews in
Biro-Bidjan Launded
by Official

The informal committee to set-
tle Jews in Russia, which was
formed Tuesday at the Ritz-Carl-
ton, by a group of Jewish leaders,
was characterized yesterday by
former Congressman William W.
Cohen, temporary chairman, as
something “out of which I expect
real developments to come.”

Mr. Cohen described the gath-
ering to the Jewish Daily Bulletin
as an informal conference at
which the problems of Jewish im-
migration into Russia was dis-
cussed. Lord Dudley Marley,
deputy speaker of the British
House of Lords, was guest of

honor. He spoke to those pres-
ent of his impression of Biro-
Bidjan, which he recently visited.
He declared that 1,000 Jews could
be settled there within a year, and
that the number could be increased
gradually as the project developed.

The object of the committee, Mr,
Cohen explained, is to help settle
Jews in Biro-Bidjan, the proposed

Goldenson Talks
At B’nai B’rith

Pleads for Unbmsed Thought
Action to Denounce
Socxely 's Wrongs

Germany is not the only land
‘where justice is found wanting, de-
clared Rabbi Samuel H. Golden-
son at a meeting of the New York
Lodge No. 1, B'mai B'rith. “When
people cease to exercise a free in-
telligence, when they cease to be
sympathetic, when they cease to
‘have a moral will, is it any won-
der then that there is so much
poverty, so much crime?” asked
the rabbi of Temple Emanu-EL
“In my student days at the uni-
versity, I remember learning the
economic law: in order to prosper
in business a merchant must buy
in the cheapest market and sell in
the dearest. (Unfortunately,” the
speaker added, “this law of eco-
nomics is applied to human rela-
tions. And when you take human
beings and buy end sell them like
5o much merchandise, then you
create injustice.”

The rabbi pleaded for more un-
biaged thought, sympathy accom-
panied by action and moral will
that would denounce the wrongs
of society.
