‘The annual Gottheil Medal will
be presented this year to Rev.
Dr. Everett R. Clinchy, of New
York, Father J. Elliott Ross, of
Charlottesville, Va.,, and Rabbi
Morris S. Lazaron, of Baltimore,
Md., for outstanding services
rendered to the Jewish peo-
ple during 1033, These rep-
resentatives of three faiths
travelled during 1933 from coast
to coast, spreading the gospel
of good will and better under-
standing among  Protestants,
Catholics and Jews,

year surely deserve recognition
for their splendid work. Better
understanding among Americans
of various religious falths is
sorely needed. For prejudice
and hate spring from ignorance
and’ superstition.

The selection is usually made in
a haphazard manner. In one in-
stance the Gottheil Medal was
‘bestowed upon a man who did
not deserve any medal for any-
thing he had done for the Jewish
people, and who has since then
disgraced himself and the Jew-
ish people.

MOSCOW. Aprn 22.—Three an-

There are said to be at
least three hundred Nazi agents in
Poland.

Many ‘Non-Aryan’

ries in Prussia have been deprived
of the right to practice during
the past year, fizures now avail-
able show.

Last year there were in Prussia
3,378 “non-Aryan” lawyers. This
year there are only 2,066. Of last
year's quota of 2,048 notarles,
