Nazis Denied
Injunction in
Jersey Court

‘Germany’s Sorrow and Shame.

The death of President Hin-
denburg gives Hitler the op-
portumty he sought for some
time. He assumes the leader-
ship of Germany without the
restraining influence of the one
German who still enjoyed pres-
tige both in Germany and
abroad. While Hmdenburgs
restrai ing influence was ‘in-
significant of late, the symbol
of the old Field Marshal was
outwardly respected even by
Hitler.

Hindenburg was the typical
Peussian militarist, possessing
the characteristic virtues and
faults of the Junker. He was
honest,. brave and loyal. He
was loyal to the Kais
temained loyal to Kalsensm
even after Wilhelm had fled
from Germany. When he was
glected President, he became
ioyal to the Repubhc and took
the oath to maintain the con-
stitution. He was loyal to the
Weimar Constitution until he
was finally persuaded by von
Papen to make Hitler the chan-
gellor. Then he saw the flag
of theé Republic lowered and
Teplaced by the Imperial flag
and the Nazi swastika flag. He
then became loyal to the Nazis,
 lthough he endeavored at first

exercise a faint measure of
‘estraint in the Nazi excesses.

Hindenburg, the ideal of the
German masses during the war,
remained their idol even after
Germany had lost the war. He
enjoyed the distincticn of being
the only General who had lost
@ great war and who still re-
tained popularity with the peo-
ple. Hindenburg had favored the
Kubmarine warfare. In his me-
oirs, several years
after the end of the war, he
sharply criticized President Wil
son and questioned the sincer-
dty and fairness of his peace
@fforts before the United States
had entered the war, He ex-
pressed his loyalty to Kaiserism
in his memoirs published in 1921.

Hindenburg was a great sol-
dier but a mediocre statesman.
He was a man-of unquestioned
personal integrity and devotion
to the idea of a great Germany.
But he lacked vision and when
he became President, he was too
old and too fixed in his ldeas to
adapt himself to the task of re-
moulding the new Republican
Geérmany. It is believed that
_Hindenburg was not in favor of
the anti-Jewish policies of the
Nazis, and that he was particu-
larly opposed to any wrongs
committed against German Jews
who had served the Fatherland
faithfully during the war. He is
said to have asserted his author~
ity in order to curb anti-Jewish
discrimination against Jewish
war veterans. But when he made
Hitler chancellor, he knew well
that = anti-Semitism was the

Right of Union City Po-
lice to Ban Meetings
Upheld

(Special to the J.D.B.)

UNION CITY, N. J.,, Aug. 3.—
Because they “fomented & boycott
and an assault against the Jews”
and because they came into court
with “unclean hands,” Vice Chan-
cellor John Bigelow, in a decision
handed down in Jersey City today,
denied the Hudson County branch
of the League of the Friends of
New Germany an injunction
against interference with their
meetmgs by police and other offi-

"The defendant further presents
affidavits which are uncontradict-
ed,” the decision said in part, “and
which disclose that at previous
meetings held by the complainant
speeches were made and hand bills
distributed urging the boycott of
Jewish merchants and professional
men of Union City, and even at-
tacks on the places of Jews.”

In denying preliminary injunc-
tions against a ban placed on ac-
tivities of the “Friends” by Mayor
Louis B, Bastmead of Union City
and his subordinates, Vice Chan-
cellor Bigelow replied to the or-
ganization’s counsel, who demand-
ed the rights of free .speech and
of free meeting for his client, by
pointing out that these Constitu-
tional guarantees apply only to
mdwxdus.l persons, and not to cor-
poration:

The matter originally came into
the Court of Chancery in Jersey
City after Union City policemen
had broken up a meeting of the
“Friends,” threatened similar ac-
tion if they should try to meet in
Union City in the future. The
Nazi organization subsequently de-
manded the injunction.

Mourr?ng Fails
To Stem Reich
Hate Campaign

Organ of Nazi Artisans
Lists Jewish Firms
for Boycolting

BERLIN, Aug. 3.—Despite the
fact that the entire German na-
tion is in deep mourning for the
death of the aged Reichspresident,
Paul von Hindenburg, the bitter
anti-Jewish campaign, now in full
swing all over Germany, has not
been halted even for a single day.

The Deutscher Mittelstand, of-
ficial organ of the Nazi Artisans
Association, which embraces all
skilled craftsmen, today listed all
the Jewish firms in Wiesbaden,
Darmstadt and Frankfurt am Main
in order that all good “Aryans”
may boycott them. The entire front
page of the paper was devoted to
the list of Jewish firms under a
banner headline, “Avoid Jews;
Don't Be Traitors.”

The West Deutscher Beobachter,
a leading Nazi daily, today pub-
lished a leading article on its front
page calling upon the German
peasants to realize that all their
troubles are due not to the drought
or the Nazi laws, but to the evil
machinations of the Jews.

All Franconian papers, in the
domain of Julius Streicher, are
again filled with photographs of
“Aryans” who dared to patronize
Jewish places of business.

In the towns of Karlsburg all
houses bore signs, “Jews are not
admitted here.”

Der Angriff, mouthpiece of Prop-
aganda Minister Paul Joseph Goeb-
bels, in a full-page article, accused
the Jews of deliberately working
up hatred against Germany every-

Nazi Press Flays ‘Non-Aryans’

Goebbels Asks
100 Per Cent
“Yes’ on Hitler

Totality Drive Carries
Veiled Threats of
Violence at Polls

LONDON, ~ Aug. 8.— German
Jewry today was faced with &
most perplexing dilemma by the
announcement . of  Propaganda
Minister Paul Joseph Goebbels
that a gigantic campaign will be
opened immediately to induce all
Germans to vote yes in the “free
plebiscite”-to be held on Aug. 19,
tc ratify Adolf Hitler's seizure of
the Reichspresident’s office and its
combination with the office of
Chancellor.

Propaganda Minister Goebbels
announced that all' who abstain
from voting in the “free plebis-
cite” will be rounded up by special
Nazi squads, since & 100 per cent
poll is desired.

Jews, therefore, will hardly be
able to refrain from voting unless
it is announced that Jewish votes
are mot desired, a step which ob-
servers believe possible. Every
Jewish_citizen of Germany there-
fore will be compelled to vote for
Hitler, especially m the smaller
towns and villages, where the
Jews are closely watched by local
Nazi organizations.

The plebiscite campaign between
now and Aug. 19 opens an avenue
for a renewal of the anti-Semitic
propaganda which featured all
previous Nazi election campaigns,

The Propagaida Minister also
announced that every device will
be used for covering the country
in the plebiscite campaign, includ-
ing 200,000 loud speakers distri-
buted all over Germany, leaflets,
meetings and tae use of the storm
troopers and the Hitler youth or-
ganizations to carry the Nazi

Calls New Parley

Little progress toward settling
the threatemed strike by poultry
shochtim was ade in the six-hour
closed conference of attorneys rep-
resenting the several factions in
Judge Otto Rosalsky's chambers
Thursday, it was learned Friday.

Another parley will be held Mon-
day night in a New York hotel.

Judge Otto Rosalsky completely
reversed his previous decision,
raising the price of poultry one
cent per pound to pay for kosher
slaughtering and rabbinical super-
viston at -Thursday’s meeting, it
was learned.

A bitter, long-drawn debate over
who should absorb the one-cent in-
crease marked the  conference.
Threats of sirike and lockouts
were voiced frequently.
