STRZINER, HIS SON AND DAUGHTER WERE ALL WOUNDED AND REMOVED TO THE HOSPITAL, WHERE THE
SON,.  SAMUEL, DIED LATER.

A BOMB WAS THROWN INTO A SYNAGOGUE [N THE OKUNIEV DISTRICT OF WARSAW, RESULTING
IN FIRE THAT PARTIALLY DESTROYED THE BUILDING.
