AID CONFERENCE OPENING AT EVIAN-LES-BINS ON JuLy 6, As Myron C. TAYLOR, AMERICAN DELEGATE,
ARRIVED TO MAKE PREPARATIONS FOR THE MEETING.

Mr. TAYLOR RECEIVED THE REPRESENTATIVES OF A NUMBER OF GROUPS INTERESTED IN THE
REFUGEE QUEST 10N. SCHEDWED TO ARRIVE TOMORROM ARE JAMES G. MCDUNALD, CHAIRMAN OF
PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT'S ADV1SORY COMMITTEE ON POLITICAL REFUGEES, AND TWO STATE DEPARTMENT
OFFICIALS WHO WILL ASSIST MRr. T&YLOR, RoBERT PELL, EXPERT ON | NTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES,
AND GEORGE BRANDT, IMMIGRATION EXPERT.

ALTHOUGH THE CONFERENCE WILL BE COMPOSED OMNLY OF REPRESENTATIVES OF GOVERMMENTS,
REL1EF ORGANIZATIONS WILL SUBMIT PLANS ‘AND MEMORANDA TO THE MEETING OR TO SLBCOMMITTEES.
THE MAIN PROPOSALS OUTLINED THE MEMORANDA DEAL WITH THE POSITION OF JEWS AND OTHERS IN
GERMANY, THOUGH SOME ALSO REFER TO THE JEWISH SITUATION IN POLAND, RUMANIA AND ELSEWHERE.

WHILE THE MEMORANDA VARY |N THE SUGGESTIONS OFFERED, THE PROPOSALS, |N GENERAL,
ARE:

| —- THAT THE CONFERENCE USE INFL UENCE WITH THE GERMAN GOVERMMENT TO OBTAIN ABATE-
MENT OF PERSECUTION;

2-- THAT THE CONFERENCE NEGOTIATE WITH GERMANY TO OBTAIN PERMISSION FOR JEWS AND
OTHER EMIGRANTS TO TAKE OUT SOME OF THEIR CAPITAL;

3-- THAT THE CONFERENCE FIND SOME WAY TO SPONSOR AN | NTERNATIONAL LOAN FOR SETTLE-
MENT OF REFUGEES;

4-- THAT IMMIGRATION INTO CERTAIN COUNTRIES AND COLONIES BE FACILITATED, WITHOUT
AFFECTING EXISTING ENTRY REGULATIONS AND QUOTAS;

5-- THAT REFUGEES BE ALLOWED TO SETTLE PERMANENTLY AND WORK IN THE COUNTRIES IN
WHICH THEY NOW RESIDE.
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THE WorLD JEWISH CONGRESS EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE DECIDED TODAY TO SEND A SEPARATE
DELEGATION TO EVIAN TO SUBMIT A MEMORANDUM ASKING THAT IT DEAL NOT ONLY WITH REFUGEES,
BUT WITH THE WHOLE PROBLEM OF JEWISH EMIGRATION. THE FIRST DUTY OF THE CONFERENCE, THE
MEMORANDUM DECLARES, IS TO PROTEST PERSECUTION OF JEWS IN VARIOUS COUNTRIES AND ATTEMPTS
TO DRIVE THEM OUT BY VIOLENCE, AND TO TAKE STEPS TO END THE NEW NAZ! METHODS OF DESPOIL-
ING AND IMPRISONING JEWS TO EXPEL THEM DESTITUTE.

THE MEMORANDUM URGES THE FINDING OF A NEW IMMIGRATION OUTLET FOR CONCENTRATED
JEWISH SETTLEMENT IN OVERSEAS TERRITORIES. |T STRESSES THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE JEWISH
NATIONAL HOME IN PALESTINE IN THE FRAMEWORK OF A GENERAL SOLUTION.

BERLIN, June 21. (JTA) -— THE Nazi "coLD POGROM™ SWUNG INTO A SECOND AND MORE MENAC-
ING STAGE TODAY, WITH PICKETS STATIONED BEFORE JEWISH SHOPS AND RESTAURANTS WHILE UNIFORMED
MEMBERS OF THE STomrM TrROOPS AMD HITLER'S ELITE GUARD PATROLLED THE KURFUERSTENDAMM AND
NEIGHBORING AREAS, APPARENTLY IN A HUNT FOR JEWS. |N AT LEAST ONE INSTANCE A JEW WHO
BROKE AWAY FROM A CROWD STANDING BEFORE A PAINT-SMEARED JEWELRY SHOP WAS ENGULFED BY PUR-
SUERS, PASSERS-BY HEARING HIS CRIES OF TERROR AS THE CROWD CLOSED IN ON HIM.

THE PICKETS FIRST APPEARED ON THE WILMERSDORFERSTRASSE BEFORE CLOSING TIME YESTER-
DAY AFTERNOON, BLOCKING ENTRANCES TO JEWISH SHOPS AND PERMITTING ONLY JEWS TO PASS. LAST
NIGHT THEY WERE POSTED BEFORE TWO OF THE MOST POPULAR RESTAURANTS ON THE KURFUERSTENDAMM,
BOTH OF WHICH CLOSED LONG BEFORE THE USUAL HOUR. -

DRESSED IN CIVILIAN CLOTHES, THE PICKETS ON THE K URF LERSTENDAMM STOOD AT RESTAURANT
ENTRANCES WITH THEIR BACKS TO THE STREET, STARING AT THE JEWISH DINERS ON THE TERRACE AND
OCCASIONALLY WISHING THEM AN IRONICAL "GOOD APPETITE." THE RESTAURANTS MIKOSCH AND WEISZ-
CSARDA ALL EVENING ATTRACTED LARGE CROWDS WHICH CONGREGATED BEHIND PICKETS, SOMETIMES
JOINING IN IRONICAL COMMENTS, BUT NOT DARING TO PASS THE PICKET LINE. BEFORE LEAVING,
THE GUESTS HAD TO SHOULDER THEIR WAY THROUGH THE CROWD, WHICH DID NOT MOLEST THEM, BUT SAR-

CASTICALLY EXPRESSED THE HOPE THAT THEY HAD ENJOYED THEIR MEAL . Be

THE PAINT-SLINGING CAMPAIGN BROKE OUT AGAIN IN VARIOUS PARTS OF THE CITy. THE
PAINTERS WERE PARTICULARLY ACTIVE IN THE WILMERSDORFFER AND KAISERALLEE, WHERE THEY WERE
STILL WORKING AT MIDNIGHT.
