EVIAN-LES-BAINS, Juy 15. (JTA) -~ COMPLETE SOLUTION OF THE AUSTRO-GERMAN REF UGEE
PROBLEM WITHIN FIVE OR SIX YEARS WAS ENVISIONED TODAY AS THE 32-POWER CONERENCE CON-
VOKED BY THE UNITED STATES CONCLUDED A TEN-DAY SESSION.

TH1S HOPE WAS CONSIDERED JUSTIFIED BY THE DEPARTING DELEGATES AND EXPERTS, AND
18 BASED ON (1) THE HARMONY DISPLAYED BY THE PARTICIPATING GOVERNMENTS ON THE QUESTION
OF I NCREASED RECEPTION OF REFUGEES WITHIN EXISTING IMMIGRATION LAWS; (2) GERMANY'S
INDICATION OF WILL1NGNESS TO NEGOTIATE ON THE QUESTION OF PERMITTING EMIGRANTS TO TAKE
WITH THEM PART OF THEIR CAPITAL UNDER CERTAIN CONDITIONS; (3) THE FACT THAT THE CONFER-
ENCE'S FUTURE WORK WILL BE CONDUCTED BY AN AMERICAN DIRECTOR.

CHa1RMAN MyrRoON C. TAYLOR'S CONDUCT OF THE CONFERENCE, CONVERTING IT TO SUCCESS
IN THE FACE OF MANY OBSTACLES, GAVE PROOF OF AMERICAN EFFICIENCY EVEN .IN THE MOST DEL-
ICATE DIPLOMATIC SITUATION. EVERYONE HERE |8 CONFIDENT THAT THE WORK OF THE AMERICAN
DIRECTOR OF THE PERMANENT COMMITTEE WILL BE CHARACTERIZED BY THE SAME EFFICIENCY.

BEFORE LEAVING EVIAN ForR PARIS, MrR. TAYLOR, DECLARING "WE MEAN BUSINESS," MAPPED

COLONIAL TERRITORIES AS WELL AS OVERSEAS LANDS.

ALL 0BSERVERS, INCLUDING THE REPRESEHTATIVES OF JEWISH ORGANIZATIONS CONSIDER THE '
OUTCOME OF THE CONFERENCE AS MOST SATISFACTORY AND ARE ESPECIALLY LAUDATORY IN THEIR
COMMENTS ON AMERICA'S TAKING THE INITIATIVE.

BRITAIN BARS PALESTINE AS REFUGEE CENTER

I N coNcLUDI NG SPEECHES, LoRD WiNTERTON OF GREAT BRITAIN EMPHASIZED THAT PALESTINE
COULD NOT NOW BE TAKEN INTO CONSIDERATION AS A CENTER FOR REFUBEES. MR. TAYLOR DECLARED
THAT ORDERLY EMIGRATION, INCLUDING THE TAKING OUT OF CAPITAL, WAS ESSENTIAL TO WORLD
PEACE, AND SENATOR HEWRI BERENGER OF FRANCE STRESSED THAT THIS WAS THE FIRST TIME THE
UNITED STATES WAS JOINING A PERMANENT |NTERNATIONAL BODY DEAL ING WITH NON-AMERICAN AFFAIRSH
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DWELL I NG ON PALESTINE FOR THE FIRST TIME SINCE THE CONFERENCE OPENED ON JWY 5,
LORD WINTERTON SAID THAT SOME QUARTERS BELIEVED THE JEWISH PROBLEM MIGHT BE SOLVED IF
ONLY PALESTINE WERE WIDER OPEN TO JEWISH IMMIGRATION. PALESTINE 1S A SMALL COUNTRY, HE
SAI1D, AND THE BrITISH GOVERNMENT MUST CONSIDER THE MANDATE AS WELL AS THE LOCAL SITUATION.

DecLARING THAT 300,000 JEWS HAD BEEN ADMITTED TO PALESTINE SINCE 1920, 1NCLUDING
40,000 GErMAN JEwS, LorD WINTERTON SAID THAT COMDITIONS WOW DID NOT PERMIT BRITAIN ToO
ALTER HER PRESENT ATTITUDE, WHICH, HE ADDED, WOWD BE REVISED AS S00N AS THE SITUATION
CHANGED. HE STATED THAT "PALESTINE CANNOT USEFWULLY BE TAKEN INTO CONSIDERATION Now. "

LORD WINTERTOMN THEN DISCLOSED THAT THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT HAD SENT AN EXPERT TO
KENYA, IN EAST AFRICA, TO INVESTIGATE THE POSSIBILITIES OF JEWISH IMMIGRATION THERE. THE
EXPERT HAS REPORTED FM!OR&ELY, HE SAID, BUT THE PROCESS OF ADMITTING IMMIGRANTS WILL BE
GRADUAL , AND THERE WILL BE NO MASS IHMIGR&TION.

THE BRITISH DELEGATE CONCLUDED BY SAY ING HE WAS MOST PLEASED WITH "THE ENCOURAGING
OUTCOME OF THE CONFERENCE," WHICH, HE DECLARED, WOULD EHLARGE POSSIB IL'ITIES FOR GERMAN
AND AUSTRIAN EMIGRANTS AND ALSO OPEN THE PROSPECT FOR DEALING EVENTUALLY WITH SIMILAR
PROBLEMS. ;
