WARSAW, Nov. 27. (JTA) -- A WEEK-LONG PRESS AND RADIO CAMPAIGN TO STIMUATE LARGE-
SCALE JEW!SH EMIGRATION FROM POLAND WAS CLIMAXED TODAY BY INSPIRED EDITORIALS IN ALL GOVERN-
MENT NEWSPAPERS HINTING THAT POLAND MIGHT EMULATE GERMAN METHODS OF CALL ING | NTERNATIONAL
ATTENTION TO HER EMIGRAT .ON PROBLEM IF OTHER MEANS FAILED.

GAZETA POLSKA WELCOMED THE INTERNATIONAL DISCUSSION OF THE EMIGRATION PROBLEM, BUT
DECLARED: MATTEMPTS TO LIMIT THE PROBLEM TO REFUGEES FROM GERMANY ARE RECEIVED IN POLAND NOT
ONLY WITH SURPRISE BUT WITH FAR-REACHING RESERVATIONS. SUCH ATTEMPTS, MADE BY STATES WHICH
ALONE ARE ABLE TO CONTRIBUTE TO A RADICAL SOLUTION, ARE LIKELY TO STRENGTHEN THOSE HOLDING
THAT THE METHODS OF GERMANY ARE THE ONLY EFFICIENT ONES."
