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BRITISH RACE 10 HEAD OFF NAZI ATTACK ON PALESTINE; TROOPS MASS ON SYRIAN BORDER

LONDON, June 5, (JTA)=- British military suthorities in the Middls Bast today raced
against time tn head off reportedly imminent aimltﬂneous German attacks sgainst Paleatine,
Egypt and Cyprus.

What may heve been the beginning of this drive was the heavy air-raid on the impor-
tant port of Alexandria today in which more them 100 gsiviliens were killed. The Transjordan |
capital of Amman was bombed yesterday by plmen said by British authorities to be of the
French type.

To forestall a Nazi push into Palestine from Syrdia, large contingents of British,
comuanded by General Wavell, together with Free French forces, were reported massing on
the northern borders of Palestine and Transjorden for = drive into the French-mandated ter-
ritory, now serving as a Nazi base. It is reported that the Germans have acoumlated

15,000 men in Syria by infiltration through Turkey.

It appeared that the Allied forces in Palestin#eand the Axis forces in Syria were
engaged in a race to gain the advantage by taking the offensive. The British have already
declared Syria to be enemy-occupled territory, heve repdrtedly concentrated heavy fleet
units off the Syrisn coast and the British Board of Trade today extended the blockade tn
the French-mendated territory.

General Charles de Geulle, leader of the Free French forces, is stated to be in
Palestine, conducting staff conferences with Eritish Commander Sir Henry Mei tlend Wilson.
The British are planning to cotinue bombing of military oh;ent&tes in Syria, following
their raid yesterday on oil amots in Beirut.

The British radio said todsy that 'reports are still m!n,g .'m about French sol-
ders in Syrim deserting and joining the Free French movement of General de Gaulle and
French plenes from Syria are seid to be lending at British basea.” The British radio
quoted the Free French news agency as reporting that the chief of the gendarmerie in
Le had joined the de Gmulle movement.

Palestine M Intensified
JERUSALEM June 5, (JTA)-- The recruiting drive was intensified todey as it was

ennouneed that 700 Jews enlisted in the British forces during May. Meanwhile, the Tel Aviv |
Munieipal Council approved allocations for a further 2,500 air raid shelters in private homes
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" The Palestine Broadeasting Service is introducing special programs for Jewish
soldiers, including personal messages from relatives to serving all over the Middle
East,

Sephardic Chief Rabbi Ben-Zion Usiel urged every young Jew to join the fighting
foroces, in en address at the Great Synsgogue in Tel Aviv, where 500 Jewish troops and of=
ficers gathered for the cersmony of presentation of a Torah seoroll to Jewish soldiers in
the Middle East by the Tel: Aviv Jewish commnity coudeil.

Captaing Rabinovits end Ravits, chaplains, offered prayers for Jewish soldiers who
have fallen or been tsken prisoner in recent cmmpaigns. Acceptiang the scroll, Chaplain
Raffalowitz offered prayers for the King snd royel family. The cersmony concluded with
the singing of "Hetikval" and "God Save the King."

Mesavwhile, a measure of optimism is being to retum to Palestine indusiry. The
pessimigm which followed the outbresk of the war has been shown to be unfounded, declared
Siegfried Hoofien, menager of the Angle-Palestine Bank, addressing a meeting of the Tel
Aviv Chember of Commuerce.

Some industries are not only showing profits, but heve even established new capi-
tal reserves, Hooflen said., Some industries are rapidly expanding and menufacturers are
expressing regret that there are only 24 hours to the day, he said.

LISBON, June 5. (JTA)-~ A group of 116 refugee children from Germany snd Austrias,
most of them Jewish, arrived here yeaterday from unoccupied France to proceed to the
United States under a special arrengement between the United States Committee for the
Care:of European Children, the - J4D.C., the Quakers =nd the State Department im
Weshington.

The majority of the childrem were maintesined in special homes which the 08E,
Jewish health society, established for in France shortly before the outbresk of the
war with fusds provided by the Jeint Distribution Committee. When the war broke out,
the homes wers transferred to southern France, where, with J.D.C. funds, they were given
full cere and instruction. The children are mostly orphans or have their psresats in
Nazi concentration camps. They are acheduled to sail for New York on Jume 10 on the
Portuguese steamer Mousinho. :

NEW YORK, June 5. (JTA]-— Emphasizing that "danger is approaching Palestine®
and that "™tens of th ds of Jews d ds the right to fight in Pelestine," Leibe
Jaffe, dirsctor of the Palestine Foundation Fund in Jerusalem, who has arrived in the
United States on his way from London to Palestine, sppealed today at a press conference
that American Jewry ™more then ever take on itself the responsibility for the fate uul
future of the Jewish people.®

Jaffs, who spent three-snd-a-half monthe in England in a cempaign to raise funds
for the defense smd upbuilding of Pslestine, priased the British Jews for the role they
play in the present struggles. There are tens of thousends of Jews in the forces, "he
said,® There iz = grest percentange of them in the ABP, end other essentisl services.
Scme of them lmve been decorated for bravery. The Jewish districts in London snd the
provineisl centers heve suffered terribtly. The femcus Whitechspel has gone through
the ordeal of bombardment, but, ss with other secticns of the Britigh people, they cerry
on with coursge emd deteminatiom .®

Revenling thet despite the war situetiom in Englend, he succeeded in raising over
k87,000 for Palestine, Jaffe seid the Zionists in Epplend did not for & momeni cemse their
work for Palestine despite the fact that none of them knew if he would survive the next
night,

Bpeskinz mbout the role which Mmericem Jews are expected to play in the presemt
emergency for Palestins, Jaffe said: "The denger is epproaching Palestine. We do not =
know whet the coming deys may bring. Property can be destroyed; lives can be extin-
guished, but nobody cen destroy the etemal covenant of the Jewish people with Erets
Israel; oobody cen extinguish the immortal love of “the Jewish people for their lapd."
