The Moscow Jewish Community offices which have been evecuated from the Soviet
cepitel to Tashkent are expected to play an importent role in the resettlement of the

_evacuited Jews. These offices are now being flooded with cables from Jews in Americe

interested in locating their evacusted relatives. Hecognized by the Soviet suthorities,
the Moscow Jewish Commnity is expected to undertske, from its Tashkent heedquarters,

the work of re-uniting members of war-torn Jewish femilies es well es the task of arrang-
ing for tremsporting some of the belongings whichmienyJewish evacuees were compelled

~ to leave behind.

The mejority of the evecusted Jews are in greet need of clothing,.shoes, end
linen. They slso lack household equipment since they were unsble to teke much with
them during the evacuation. They ere, howeser, well provided with food.

Btarting on a new life here, ss permenent residents, does not constitute &
serious problem for the evecuees since the centrel government is determined to aid them
in edjusting themselves to life in this part of the Soviet Union through asll possible
meens at its disposal.

: In eddition to the tens of thousends of Soviet Jewish evecuees now scattered’
in the districts of Tashkent, Semerkend end Alme-Ata, there are slso tens of thousgnds
of Jewish refugees from Poland who were trensported to these sections after having been

- released from internment cemps. The Polish Embassy in-Moscow has errenged for the reg-

istration of all Jews who ere holders of Polish pessports with a view of reestablishing
contect for them with their reletives in Americe end in Englend end also for the pur-
pose of securing exact date on the number of Polish Jews now liwing in Soviet Russia

The number of Soviet snd Polish Jews now concentrated in Usbekiston 1is esti-
mated to be about one million. There were about 40,000 Jews living in the whole of
Uzbekistan prior to the outbreek of the present war, the majority of them residing in
Tashkent and Semarkend.
