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JEMSH NATIONAL ASSEMBLY REJECTS PARTITION PLANS FOR PAIESTINE; WANTS JEWISH STATE

JERUBALEM, Decs 7s (JTA) -- The special session of the Assefath Hamivoharim,
the Jewish Fetional pesembly of Palestine, concluded efter edopting e mumber of
resolutions demanding the establishment of Palsstine as a Jewlsh State and rejecting
tny soheme for the partitioning of the country, ns "eontrary to the historic and
religious notional bonds between the Jewlsh people and Polestine,"

Othor resolutions emphosized thet the Jews in Pulestine wish to cooperate with
the grabs on the beeis of guarentees of equel political rights without domination by
either group, and ere also seeking an agreement between the Jewish people and the Arab
smuntries on the basls of mutusl reoognition.

A resolution asking for internationol ossistance for the fulfillment of the
Zimist progrom through free immigration to Palestine end large-sonle settlement of
Jows thers was also adupted: The resolution demands that control over Jewish immigra-
tion to polestine should be turned over to the Jewish Agenoy; elso that the igenoy
should be grented full euthority to develop and upbuild Palestine, imcluding the
wastelends. 3 .

o esteblishment" of Palestine as o Jewich State, Moshe Shertok, head of the Agenoy's
political doportment, told the Assembly: "ye demand on immediate decision end declara-
ton with regard to the esteblishment of o Jewish State. We demend mass-immigration
sontrolled by the Jewish Agenoy. The renlization of the Jewish State is comcoted
with practicsl conditions which definitely are subjeot to negotiatione
