CHEIDAGO, June 22, (JTA) -= The Chicago Tritune today apologized to Jewish or=
@nizations for a front-page article esserting that Supreme Court Justice Felix
Renkfurter, Henry Morgenthen Jr., and Sen. Horbert H, Lelman constituted e "sécret
gfzgnt of the United States," The article appeared May 29 under & Washington
datolines

. The apology was made in the form of a letter addressed by J. Loy Maloney,
mnaging editor of the paper, to the Chicago chapters of the American Jewish Com-
nittee, American Jewish Congress » Jdevish Labor Committee and Anti-Defamation League
of B'nel Brith, However, the letter was not published in the Chicago Tribune.

Declaring that the articls to which the Jewish orgenizations took exception
" &n lsolated nows report and not the start of a serdes," Mr. Maloney's letter
seys that the Washington correspondent dealt with Justice Frankfurter, Mr. Morgenthan
and Sens Lelman as public men, regardless of “their religious beliefs. "The story wes -
not meant to imply any association or parallelism betwoen Zionism and Communism the
editor said. : :

- "The Tritune is not anti-Semitic," Mr. Maloney continued. “Its record las
been that of & defender of minorities when they were right, however unpopular théir
ceuse,” Wmpasizing that in printing the article, the Tribune "did not foresee the
intorpretations which have been put'upon it in Jewish circles," the lstter concludes
by saying that "these implications were not intended by the Tribune, which has no de=
sire to create 11l-foeling or to furnish ammunition to anti-Semites."

Apology Is Result of Meeting of Jewish Leaders with Tribune Editors

BRITISH JEWS DENOUNCE GERMAN VICE-CONSUL WHO PLEADFD NAZT CASE IN MASS MURDER OF JEWS

LOMDON, June 22, (JTA) == The Board of Deputies of British Jews todey released
& statoment denouncing the newly-appointed West German vice<consul to Britein, H. Wur-
mem, for stating to a nowspaperman in Germany that "the Nazl treatment of the Jows
vill have fallon into 1ts proper perspective in 50 years time," .

Meanwhile, the Board as already received the asswrance of the Germon consul,
Ir, Hans Schlange-Schoeningsn, himself recently attacked because of anti-Semitic
sentifients exprosced during the Hitler regims, that the yemarks attributed to Wurmann
do not reflect his opinion or that of any member of the consulate, Dr. Schlange said
ko had contacted the Born Government to check the remark with Wurmann who has not yet
left Gormany for England. The. consul 8aid ke thought the correspondent must have mise
mderstood Wurmann,

(In Bonn, 1t was stated this afternoon that Wwrmann is not on the consilate
staff and will not go to London under any circumstances, It was explained that Wur-
mm wes only one man on a list of applicants for the post.) -

The Board, in its statement, declared that it folt that it was "exprésiing the
views not only of British Jewry but 0f its Christian fellow citizens egainst the of-
ficlel appointment to this country of one who shows ke is still an advocate and sup-
porter of an 1declogy which Britain and the United Nations fought for six years to
destroy,” . The Board added that the presence. of an official holding these views can
do nothing to promote goodwill, but is calculated to prolong emmity and resentment.
