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SOVIET PERSECUTION ATTACKED AT UNITED NATIONS BY U.S. DELEGATE

UNITED NATIONS, N, Y., Feb, 25. (JTA) -- The first attack on Soviet anti-
Semitism was launched at the United Nations General Assembly today by Henry

Cabot Lodge, Jr., head of the American delegation to the U.N., in the course of
his first address to the Assembly.

“The United States," he said, '"observed with indignation the per tion of
Christians, Moslems and Jews that has been taking place in the Soviet Union for
some time. That discrimination is not only wicked; it will also in the end prove
to be totally ineffective because there is an undefeatable quality in h nature

which will always resist totalitarian attempts to destroy religious and ethnic
freedom. " :

Ambassador Abba Eban, head of the Israel delegation at the UN, today made an
attempt to secure the earliest possible discussion at the Assembly of the anti-J ewish
campaign in the Tron Curtain countries by voting with the Soviet bloc to put a Polish
proposal on "measures to implement peace" third on the list of the agenda of the UN
Political Committee, after the items on Kcrea and Greece. However, the motion
was defeated by eight votes in favor, 33 against and 18 abstentions.

Explaining his vote, Mr. Eban said "there were certain recent measures and
movements" behind the Iron Curtain which he wished to bring to the attention of the
United Nations. He was, of course, referring to the Soviet anti-Jewish campaign.

He pointed out that since he wished to do this as soon as possible he was supporting
moving the Polish proposal forward on the agenda. The item under which Israel will

raise.the issue of anti-Semitism remains in sixth place on the agenda.

Senate Committee App Resolution Cond ing M

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25. (JTA) -- The Senate Foreign Relations Committee to-
day unanimously approved a resolution originally designed to condemn Soviet anti-
Semitism, but which was broadened to includ tion of Soviet paig gai
Moslems, Greek Orthodox congregations, Roman Catholic prelates, Protestants,’
and ethnic groups in Poland, the Russian Ukraine, and in tle Baltic and Balkan states.

As originally intrbduce.d, the resolution aimed only at "vicicus and inhuman"
persecution’ of Jews in Communist countries. However, the State Department asked
Congress to broaden the resolution to include other groups because it felt that an

expression solely on behalf of Jews might be used by the Russians for propaganda
in the Arab states.

The resolution urged President Eisenhower to protest thfough the United Nati'onu
General Assembly against Soviet religious and ethnic campaigns. The measure will

B reach the floor on Friday and is assured of prompt passage.
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ZURICH CONFERENCE SEEN AS JEWISH REPLY TG SOVIET ATTACKS
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JERUSALEM, Feb. 25. (JTA) -~ The international Jewish conference which is
scheduled to open in Zurich March 10 will demonstrate Jewish solidarity in the face
of the "unprovoked attacks' of the Communist countries, Meir Argov, chairman of
the Knesset Foreign Affairs Committee, declared today.

His statement was made in reply to a demand for a debate on a propasal.pending
before the committee to send an official delegation to participate in the world Jewish
parley at Zurich. The demand, turned down by Mr. Argov, was made by Dr. Moshe
Sneh, leader of the ‘Left Micvement, who said that the conference could only serve to
"whip up anti-Scviet propaganda, with quent danger to the Jews of Eustern”
Europe. " i

LEFTIST SEEKS TO PREVENT COMMONS FROM CONDEMNING RED ANTI-SEMITISM

LONDON, Feb. 25. (JTA) -- S, 0. Davies, a Labor member of the British Parlia-
ment of the Bevan wing, today presented an amendment designed to offset the effect
of a Labor resolution, backed by more than 60 deputies, which deplored the "anti-
Semitic nature of recent acti and pr ts in a number of Communist coun-
tries" and asked the British Government to take measures to combat the "terrible
revival of race discrimination. " -

Mr. Davies! amendrnent would have Parliament deplore the "unfounded charges
of anti-Semitism made against the USSR and the peoples democracies in Eastern
Europe." It cites the fact that the Soviet constitution guarantees equality of rights
of citigens re jardless of nationality or race, and that it is known that such charges
of anti-Semitism are emphatically repudiated by rep ive.Jews in the USSR,
including the Chief Rabbi of Moscow. "

ALL PARTIES IN HOLLAND PROTEST SOVIET ANTI-JEWISH DRIVE

THE HAGUE, Feb. 25. (JTA) -- The chairmen of all six non-Communist parties
in the Netherlands Parli t yesterday issued a joint statement denouncing the "an~
ti-Semitism at present raging in the C ist-contrclled countries.” The parties
represented hold 92 percent of the seats in Parliament.

The ion for the st: was the celebration tcday of the anniversary of
the 1941 general strike in Amsterdam in protest against Nazi mass arrests of Nether-
lands Jews. The Communist Party of Holland has always taken credit for organizing
the strike, but the joint t yesterday disputed that right and added that as long
as the Dutch Communists do .not protest the "persecution of both Christians and Jews
in Eastern Europe' they betray the 1941 strikers,

"VOICE OF AMERICA" HITS "HIDEOUS SOVIET ANTI-SEMITISM"

NEW YORK, Feb. 25. (JTA) -- The "hideous spectacle cf Soviet anti-Semitism"
has "aroused and incensed the American people, " the Vcice of America declared to-
day in broadcasts to people in all parts of the world. The broadcasts contrasted this
development with the celebration of Brotherhood Week in the United States last week.

The Voice of America reported mass g8 pr ing t!;e C ist drive and
the picketing of Soviet offices in New York. These demonstrations are not "mere
negative protests against Stalin's copying of Hitler, " the broadcasts said. "They are
also proof that Americans believe in the essential dignity of the indlvxdual,. and in the
tight of every human being to live in a society free from feexr arid oppression. "

He added that Pakistan does not favor Israel's receiving such reparations pay-
ments, but that it could understand the Bonn Government's position and its desire
to make good the wrongs inflicted on Jewry by the Nazis.

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AMERICAN ZIONIST COUNCIL ACTIVITIES EXPANDED; NEW FUNCTIONS ADDED

NEW YORK, Feb. 25. (JTA) -- A decision to broaden the scope of the American
Zionist: Council was announced today by Louis Lipsky, chairman, following a meet-
ing of leaders of all the Zionist groups in the United States held at the Astor Hotel.

The Council, which is the public: relations repr ive of all national Zionist
organizations in this country, voted to proceed with the implementation of an agree-
ment reached in Jerusalem last November which envisaged the expansion of the
Council's program to include the coordination of Zionist participation in communal
fund-raising for Israel, the strengthening of Jewish and Hebrew education, youth
work and Chalutziut, and the deepening of Zionist interest and participation in Jew-
ish community life.

The executive of the Council will continue as heretofore with Mr. Lipsky as
chairman. Mrs. Samuel W. Halprin has been named vice chairman of the Council.
Three other Zionist leaders were appointed to serve as a Committee of Administra-
tion with the chairman and vice chairman,. They are: Rabbi Irving Miller, Rabbi
James G. Heller, and Rabbi Mordechai Kirshblum. The new committee, which will
serve for one year, will be responsible to the Council's executive committee, on
which all Zionist groups are represented. o~ ;

Mr. Wright, who was chair-
man of the session at which he read Bakr's-anti-Jewish address, did so because the
Iraqi could not appear in person. The remarks questioned the loyalty of American
Jewry and alleged that Jews are unrekiable citizens throughout the world.
