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ISRAEL TO SEEK WORLDWIDE EFFORTS TO SAVE SYRIAN JEWS FROM DEATH

JERUSALEM, Oct, 7. (JTA) -- Israel may launch a worldwide campaign to mobilize
public opinion in an effort to save eight Syrian Jews for whom the_pubhc pr.osecutor in
Damascus has asked death sentences, They are charged with trying to emigrate to Israel
via Lebanon.

Arab newspapers give the names of the eight Jews, arrested when allegedly trying to
cross the Syrian-Lebanese border, as Simon Shiloah, Jacob Haim, Marco Mograbi, David
Attara, Nuri Mussa, Isaiah Hayat, Jacob Hayat and Isaac Kabayba, .

Lebanese papers meanwhile reported that the number of arrests in connecti.on with an
alleged spy ring in Beirut had risen to four, In additionto Albert Levy, a Jewish attor-
ney, and Faik Khouri, a Christian journalist, authorities have arrested a Moslem, Ahmed
Masraani and an unidentified suspect.

The arrests are getting wide attention in the Arab press and in both cases, among tle
main 'crimes' allegedly committed are attempts to emigrate to Israel, Concern is deve}-
oping in Israel that the Syrian authorities of President Nasser of the Uni.ted Arab Republic
are organizing a strong campaign against Lebanese Jews, hitherto considered the most
secure Jewish community in the Arab world,

WORLD BANK EXPERTS TO GO TO ISRAEL; WILL STUDY ISRAEL'S REQUEST FOR LOAN

WASHINGTON, Oct, 7. (JTA) -- A technical delegation of the World Bank is now being
formed and will proceed to Jerusalem to study Israel's request for a loan from the Bank,
it was learned here today. The delegation will go to Israel within the coming months,

Meanwhile, World Bank sources today revealed that Egyptian Finance Minister
Kaissouna left Washington without a decision on the loan sought by the United Arab
Republic to improve the Suez Canal, The bank was described as aware of the Canal
transit issue aired this week at the United Nations, Objections were made to the bank by
important U.S. Congressional elements citing the Suez blockade against Israel,

It now appears that the loan has been delayed but that it would ultimately be approved.
A possibility exists that the loan will be issued not directly to the UAR Government but to

the Suez Canal Authority. This would pace greater emphasis on its economic character
and sidestep the political issue,

it appeared today that President Nasser's envisaged massive Canal scheme will not
be approved although a formula is being sought for a much smaller "piecemeal' approach.
The bank is continuing discussions to establish a basis for the loan, Only then can the
application actually be submitted for a decision, .

EGYPT REFUSES TO ALTER ITS ANTI-ISRAEL POSITION ON SUE Z BLOCKADE

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y., Oct. 7. (JTA) -- Egypt is not altering its position on its
anti-Israel blockade of the Suez Canal in spite of the overwhelming support for Israel's
case voiced by 28 delegations in the general debate of the current General Assembly,

Tke fact that Egypt is refusing to change its stand became evident today when it was
learned that, thus far, Dr. Mahmoud Fawzi, Egypt's foreign minister, has refused to
make a single concession during his talks with UN Secretary General Dag Hammarskjold
on the issue. Mr. Hammarskjold has held three conferences on the subiact

The 28th delegation at the UN to back free navigation for all through the Suez Canal
was that of India. India% Defense Minister V,K, Krishna Menon, addressing the UN
General Assembly last night said that. his country supports freedom of navigation in accord-
ance with the Constantinople Convertion of 1888, He recommended that the Suez issue as it
stands now before the UN should be brought before an arbitration commission,

The Soviet delegatinn went out of its way here today again to brand Israel, Britain and
France, as nations who "committed aggression against Egypt in 1956, This was done in
a statement issued by the USSR delegation denying a report allegedly printed in some
American newspapers to the effect that the Soviet Union interds to reconsider its negative

position with regard to the United Nations Emergency Force and is ready to participate in
the financing of UNEF,
