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BEN-GURION TO VISIT PARIS AFTER BIG POWERS' SUMMIT MEETING

JERUSALEM, March 29, (JTA) -- Prime Minister David Ben-Gurion's projected
visit to Paris will take place in Jure, afterthe summit meeting of the Great Powers,
it was indicated here today,

The Prime Minister, it was understood, decided he would rather have an unhurried
and longer visit and talks, after the May summit meeting, than the brief and hurried
visit which was likely while President de Gaulle and his aides were preparing last-
minute arrangements for the summit meeting,

It was reported that, in contrast to the semi-private Hature of the Prime Minister's
visits to Washington and London, the visit to Paris will be an official one, with all the
usual formalities of protocol, The Prime Minister also plans to visit Holland and Beluium
on his European trip.

The Prime Minister reperted today to the Committee for Security and Foreign Affairs
of the Knessct, Israel's Parliament, on his visits to the United States and Britain, He
presented a survey of his talks with President Eisenhower, British Prime Minister
Harold Macmillan, West German Chancellor Konrad Adenauer and United Nations Secre-
tary General Dag Hammarskjold,

Replying to questions from committee members, he gave details of his meetings with
tne U, S, Senate Foreign Relations Committee, American presidential candidates and his
impressions of theleaders he met, together with their evaluations of Middle East problems,
Mrs, Golda Meir, Israel's Foreign Minister, and Kaddish Luz, Speaker of the Knessct,
attended the meeting,

May Visit Switzerland During Summit Talks, to Attend Herzl Memorial

It was also disclosed today that the Prime Minister may visit Switzcrland during the
summit conference in May, The official reason for the visit will be a huge memorial
meeting on May 15 at Casino Hall in Basle, as part of the Herzl Centenary year observance.
The first Zionist Congress was held in that hall under Herzl's chairmanship,

The May 15 meeting will be addressed either by the Prime Minister or another
Cabinet member, The decision on whether the Prime Minister will speak then, it was
suggested, will depend on arangements for his June European trip.

A spokesman for the Jewish Agency here said that the Herzl Centenary celebrations
will begin throughout the world in May, and will be part of Israel's Independence Day
celebrations both in Isracl and abroad. The celebration in Israel will feature a mi
parade, a display of the Herzl flag flown in Basle during the first Zionist Congress,
the opening of the Herzl Museum on Mount Herzl in Jerusalem.

NASSER ARRIVES IN INDIA; WILL DISCUSS ISRAEL WITH PREMIER NEHRU

NEW DELHI, March 29. (JTA) -- President Nasser of the United Arab Republic
arrived here today for a 12-day visit in an atmosphere markedly lacking in public enthusi-
asm and without anti-Israel editorial opinions in the Indian press,

Official sources were quoted today as indicating that Israel's growing cconomic and
cultural ties with Asian and African countries are likely to be brought up by President
Masser in his talks with Premier Nehru, The Times of India, citing such sources, also
said that Nasser probably would give Nchru an idea of the "Arab case' against Isracl.

(The Times of London reported today that the first two days of Nasser's visit to
India would be devoted mainly to exchanges of views on Middle East issues and interna-
tional affairs as they affect underdeveloped countries, The two leaders also were expected
to discuss the prospects for a second Bandung Conference, The Times said,)

. Political observers emphasized the importance of the absence of anti-lsrael undertones
in press comment and in private statements by Indian officials m the UAR leader's visit,
particularly in comparison with the reaction to Nasser's first vigit several years ago,

The Government of India provided a variety of public transport in an cffort to assure a
heavy turnout on the streets through which Nasser passed, But public response was poor,
cheers were'h d, and no roses were thrown as is the Indian custom’in greeting
ch visitors, L.
