C.J.F. W.F. ASSEMBLY OPENS; KANE STRESSES RESPONSIBILITY OF U,S., JE WRY

DALLAS, Texas, Nov, 16, (JTA) -- The full range of responsibilities and needs
confronting the Jewish communities in this country and in Canada--individually and
collectively--were outlined here today by Irving Kane, president of the Council of
Jewish Federations and Welfare Funds, at the opening session of the four-day Gen-
eral Assembly of the CJFWF.; More than 1, 000 representatives from 800 communi-
ties are attending the Assembly which is holding its sessions at the Statler Hilton Hotel,

Mr, Kane emphasized that this is possibly the largest Assembly in the GIJFVF's
history. He pointed out that the problem s which will be discussed at the sessions deal
with millions of Jewish lives, The Assembly, he said, will formulate directions for
Jewish health, welfare, education and culture services "in this decade." It will review
the tasks facing American Jewry in its relationships with overseas Jewish communities
in Israel, Europe and North Africa; It will alsodiscuss the planning and organization
of the 1962 fund-raising campaigns by welfare funds and federations, Domestic issues
of great s:gmﬁcance to the welfare funds and federations will form the core of several
Assembly sessions, Mr, Kane said,

One of the principal speakers at the evening session, Mr; Kane stressed that unmet
needs of immigrants to Israel, as well as the needs of increased immigration this year,
will require an extraordinary effort by United States Jewry, in cooperation with the
Jews of Israel, He presented a2 comprehensive report on the findings and recommenda-
tions of a CJF WF delegation which he headed on a survey of conditions in Britain,
Europe, Israel and North Africa,

The delegation, made up of key leaders of major American Jewish communities,
visited installations and services supported by American funds, The delegation mem-
bers also met with counterpart leaders in Israel, holding a series of 35 meetings in
12 days with government officials; The latter included.Prime Minister David Ben-Gurion,
leaders of the Jewish Agency, Jerusalem, and other leaders in Israel,

Mr; Kane warned that it'was 'easy to get 2 false perspective' of Israel today for
"behind the signs of progress everywhere, there is the stark and challenging reality
of human need and anxiety, There is even d1saypomtment over help urgently needed,
and promised, but not received, "

He reported that Israel's gross national product '"has been increasing eight to ten
percent per year and thatthe country has virtually no unemployment; He said Ameri-
can Jewry would take great satisfaction from these gains "which we have helped to bring
about but we must also recognize that Israel still has a foreign trade gap of well over
$300, 000, 000, '" which he termed "a measure of its economic dependence," He said
Israel's key problem was to close the gap.

He noted that the deficit has been made up by West German reparations, by personal
restitution payments to individuals from West Germany, by loans in the form of bonds,
by investments and by contributions through the United Jewish Appeal. He warned, how-
ever, that reparations were scheduled to end in 1964 and that personal restitution pay=-
ments "will soon begin to taper off; Our contributions of free dollars become even more
important, therefore, until the gap can be bridged through Israel's own earnirgs, "

Suggests Five-Year Plan for U,S, Jewry to Meet Immigration Needs

He said the sharp rise in immigration, which began last April, was continuing and
that it required funds ''that were not in sight when the Jewish Agency first formulated
its 1961 budget,'" He indicated that the Jewish Agency budgetary estimate for 1961 was
based on a figure which was surpassed in the first seven months of this year, and there-
fore "the funds for absorption, housing and settlement" of immigrants have bzen exhausteds
He added that Israel wanted more people,

He reported that Israeli leaders "agreed with our delegation that this should be planned
for, not as a crisis or emergency, but as Israel's basic objective and program, ' He said
" -the CJFW/F proposed ''that a five-year plan might be drawn up that would take into account
réalistically the fact that immigration comes not in averages but in waves.' The delega-
tion als o suggested that such a five-year plan "'should be flexible enough to put more
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money into transportation and other immediate needs whem immigration is high, and into
overcoming the backlog of unmet needs when it is low. The attempt to develop such a
five-year plan is now under way, ' Mr. Kane reported,

He said this was the background behind a series of moves in recent weeks initiated
by the CJFWF, He noted that there were "some $30, 000, 000 outstanding in August of
this year on the books of our community organization for 1960 and prior years, most of
it therefore past due, in addition to the pledges made in 1961; " Declaring that "this
money is needed now, " he said the ccuclave would hear a report tomorrow on the re-
sults of a special nation-wide effort, headed by Lou Sinith of Boston, to collect the m-
fulfilled pledges to local campaigns for the United Jewish Appeal;

American Jews, he reported, have supplied in the past 80 percent of the outside con-
tributed funds used to aid new immigrants. "The Israelis, " he said, "look to us to con-
tinue that level of aid; That is not the total added cost, For every $7,000, 000 of outside
aid required, the Israel Government must provide $27,000, 000 from its tax funds to
absorb the new immigrants; ' That was 2 major reason why our Council decided to insti-
tute an unprecedented drive to help collect unpaid pledges; It seemed to us that nothing
we could do here would be so helpful so quickly as to make available the cash required; !

He explained that these were the factors behind the UJA decision "to accelerate the
1962 campaign by initiating in the fall of 1961 with the goal of $95, 000, 000--some $35, 000,-
000 more than 1961 anticipation; " He said this was also the reasoning behind the decision
of the Israg Government "to initiate a compulsory loan of $14.000, 000 from its own citi-
zens in order in the next six months to provide for immigrant housing,with the intention
to follow it with a further compulsory loa of $28, 000, 000 in the next year, "

Mr{ Kane emphasized that even if there were no immigration, Israels need for
American Jewry's help would be 'very great;" He said that some aspects of the back-
log of unmet needs for earlier settlers were "almost as large as they were when our
previous delegation was in Israel three years ago;" The most striking instance is the
continued dependence of 450 agricultural settiements established since 1948, e stated.
They will still require $180, 000, 000 to make them self-supporting,

Reports Lack of Knowledge by Israelis of American Jewish Life

He reported that the CJF W/F delegation 'found a genuine acceptance of the desirabil-
ity of voluntary fund-raising in Israel itself, ' . although the delegation had no illusicns
"that massive support will be quickly forthcoming.' But the delegation, he said, decided
2 study should be made of the possibilities '"under appropriate Isracli auspices of what
voluntary fund-raising already exists in Israel,"

Discussing the area of "the basic question of American-Israel understanding, ! the
CJFVF president said there was ""a growing eagerness among Israelis to get beyond the
narrow limits of a beneficiary-and-benefactor relationship with American Jews, an
eagerness to build a mutual understanding of much greater depth and scope, "

iThe Israelis," he reported, "know little of what American Jewish life is really
like, how we are organized, what interests us and motivates us, how we live and func-
tion ; And they feel that despite the greatly increased tourism, few American Jews
know what Israeli life is really like;" Our future requires that we build this bridge--
the tw>-way bridge of understanding ard cooperation from which both of our communities
will benefit; !

D, Lubin Reports on Activities of Jewish Agency, Ince

Dr, Isador Lubin, consultant to the Jewish Agency for Isrzel, Inc. on programs in
Israel, reported at the session on the Agency's activities, He reviewed the progress _
that has been made since its establishment in April 1960, He placed particular stress on
the budgetary controls and auditing procedures that have been established by the Agency,
and on the machinery put into effect for the allocation of funds made available by the
United Jewish Appeal. These, he pointed out, involved both the consideration of the

- fields of activity for which the Agency should assume responsibility and the setting up
‘ of priorities which will guide it in its allocations,

In discussing the difficulties of arriving at a budget for the coming fiscal year,
Mr. Lubin referred to the unforeseen large increase in the number of immigrants /
that has been coming to Israel in recent months,

" The allocation of approximately $30, 000, 000 that was made by the Agency for the
current fiscal year, " he said, ''was based on the expectation thatthe inflow of immigrants
would be relatively modest and that this amount would be sufficient to meet a large part of
the basic costs of absorbing the new immigrants, As a result of the upsurge in immigra-
tion, however, almost twice this amount had to be expended by the Jewish Agency in Jeru-
salem during the first half of this budget year,

uIf, 4% we have every reason to expect, the immigration level continues at the present
rate for the next five months, the contribution of American Jewry to the cost of bringing in
and settling Jewish immigrants in Israel, will constitute less than one-fourth of the tota.
that will be required. The challenge facing us is to meet the extraordinary needs that
have arisen as a result of the increase in immigration, "
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JE WISH WELFARE PLANNING OUTLINED BY DR, HEXTER AT C.J.F, W, F, ASSEMBLY

DALLAS, Nov, 16, (JTA) -- Dr, Maurice B, Hexter, executive vice-president of the
Federation of Jewish Fhilanthopies of New York City, outlined today a program for plan-
ning of Jewish health and welfare services in the current decades He delivered one of the
major addresses here at the opening general session of the 30th General Assembly of the
Council of Jewish Federations and Welfare Funds,

The perspectives for Jewish health and welfare planning in the 60's, said Dr; Hexter,
must take into consideration the following postulates:

1, The growing importance of (_'overnment at all levels in the area of health and wel-
fare agencies;

2, The increase in the population of tte United States from 180, 000, 000 to 208, 000, 000,

3 Ghangés in the working force to include more young workers, women, and mobility
of the working family.

4, An estimate that more than two-thirds of the country’s population will. be in metro-
politan areas, where organized Jewish communal services operate,

With the Jewish Federation's "status higher than ever before, its achievements
greater and its planning role of greater importance, ' said the New York executive,
the Government's increasing participation "in no wise diminishes the importance or
responsibility of Fedemtion," He announced that a New York Federation committee
studying this problem has reccmraended establishment of 2 new department "to deal
with the problems and opportunities arising from Government effort in this field, "

Government contributions to Federation agencies are now 18,5 percent of their total
budget, contrasted with 17 percent from Federation, But, said Dr. Hexter, there need
be no fear of Government's increasing participation, since the Government respects ''the
unique interest of sectarian groups'' so long as agency leadership remains 'identified
with the historical stream of Jewish life and values, ' Dr, Hexter foresaw also an in-
creasing role of labor unions in the health and welfare field.

Sees Synagogue, Not Communal Groups,. Likely to Develop Education

In the field of Jewish education, Dr; Hexter said, 'the synagogue is likely to continue,
as in the last 40 years, to develop Jewish education. rather than communal organizations, '
He told the Assembly: "While a sizeable group of Jews now wish to give their children
private education in Jewish schools, these schools szldom enjoy communal support, and
the future seems to indicate no increase in this support, "

He reported that the community center movement "is on the rise;" The New York
Federation's current objective in this field includes eleven new buildings, and eight addi-
tions to existing bulldings, In other Jewish communities, he said, 38 centers are
projected;

"The challenge of the 1960's, "' he declared, 'is to recapture the interest of the young
adult groups; to foresee increasing use as family centers, with improved provisions for
adult education; to find for their staffs qualified, Jewish-oriented workers to head major
departments;" He added: "They will havc to become even more aggressively
retain the interest of the Jewish community; "' He predicted also an increase in day
camping;

Stresses Demand for Highly Skilled Jewish Social Workers

Dr; Hexter warned that ''some complications befog' the look into the near future;
Clarification, he said, is needed in the field of psychiatric service, and *it must be de-
termined whether these services belong to the hospital or child and family service agen-
cies," Some of the specialization, such as childucare, family service ard vocational
service, may have to be re-examined with a view to "closer relationship among these
areas;"

" believe, ' he said, "we shall revive the general practitioner in case work, Since
highly skilled social workers are so much in demand, perhaps the future will find ways
to keep these people in the agencies which have trained them "

""There is a growing trend, " he said, "on the part of philanthropic organizations to be-
come broad communal services, open to all groups--2all the more since public welfare is
assuming important responsibility for the indigent group, "

In regard to care of the aged, Dr; Hexter said, 'the problem is staggering, as demo-
graphic studies indicate, with the increase in the aged population, " The need, he added,
is for an integrated program for the aged, The New York Federation Building Fund, he
reported, has recommended a budget of $23, 000, 000 in this area, next in size only to the
amount earmarked for hospitals and medical care,

In the area of hospitals and medical care, he said, there will be increased attention to
chronic disease, and there will be a higher incidence of long-term illnesses due to the pro-
longation of the life spans Predicted population increases, he said, point to the need for
a 50 percent increase in the number of physicians, the establishment of 14 to 40 new medi-
cal schools, and the need to overcome the shortage of nurses,
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JE WISH FEDERATIONS PRESENT HEALTH STUDY; FINANCED PARTLY BY US, GOVT,

DALLAS, Nov; 16; (JTA) -- Community-wide coordination of medical and nursing
resources, for improvement of the care of the aged and chronically ill, was recommendéd
here today in a report to the General Assembly by the Council of Jewish Federations and
Welfare Fundse

The report resulted from an intensive, four-year study sponsored by the CJFT{F
Health Planning Committee; Louis Stern, of Newark, N;J., chairman of Fhe committee,
headed a group of 90 lay and professional representatives from communities throughout
the country, many of them with wide experience in health planning; Dr.; Franz Goldmann,
former professor of public health, headed the study, The research was financed in part
by the United States Public Health Service,

Jewish organizations that cooperated in the research basic to the study included 187 hos-
pitals, special institutions for the long-term sick, homes for the aged, family service and
vocational service agencies, and welfare federations,; Five key recommendations were
madein the report, which will be analyzed and discussed here by delegates to the Lssem-
bly, The main recommendations are:

1, Expansion of the functions of general hospitals to include responsibility for -acuie
hospital service for the chronic sick, calling also for greater cooperation between. hos-
pitals, long-term institutions and social agencies,

2; Conversion of the furctions of homes for the aged into service for the long-term
care of physicdly and mentally impaired adults, plus the development of other commun-
ity services for the care of the healthy aged.

3. "Vast expansion' of home care programs for the aged,

4, Dcvelopment of 'systematic plans for inter-agency and inter-professional co-
operation; ! °

5. Development of new patterns of association by voluntary, non-profit agencies and
institutions with government, insyrance organizations and commercial enterprises;

The study found that, "though hundreds, perhaps thousands" of new agencies have
sprung up in recent years to serve the increasing number of aged and chronically ill,
'each meets only segments of their health and social needs; "' Now, the report stated,
it is "urgently necessary' to develop a coordinated network of social, health and wel-
fare services, which would make maximum use of available resources;"

United States Surgeon-General Luther L; Terry, in a foreword to the report, stated:
""This report, coming from one of the nation’s leading voluntary resources of care in this
field, is especially timely;" He emphasized that the recommendations in the report
‘reflect 2 high sense of public responsibility in the field of health and welfare, " and com-
mend the document "to the serious attention of all persons interested in health and medi-
cal activities " .

Women Comprise 42 Percent of Contributors to Jewish Funds

DALLAS, Nov; 16; (JTA) -- Women comprise 42 percent_ of the contributors to Jewishk
welfare funds, and raise 11 percent of the total monies collected by these funds, Mrs; Arnold
Rubenstein, of St; Paul, reported here today at a sessiondevoted to "Women in Communal
Service, " held by the Council of Jewish Federations and Welfare Funds;

In a study of contributors® attitudes, made in Essex County, New Jersey, Mrs; Ruben-
stein reported, it was found that almost 40 percent of 1, 000 men interviewed felt that
women should make separate contributions;

Mrs; Harry L, Jones,of Detroit, the principal speaker at the session, under the chair-
manship of Mrs; Bernard Schaenen, of Dallas, reported that experience shows that middle-
class women are the best source of volunteers; Another report was given by Mrs,; Jules
Golaman, of Kansas City;

THREE NAZI PHYSICIANS GO ON TRIAL FOR MASS-MURDER;100 PERSONS .TO TESTIFY

MUNSTER, Germany, Nov; 16 (JTA) -- Three physicians who worked for the Nazi
Waffen S5 at the Sachsenhausen concentration camp during World War II, and are accused
of murdering "numerous' camp inmates, will go on trial here tomorrow;

One of the physicians is Dr; Heinz Baumkoetter, who had been sentenced to life impri-
sonment by the Russians after the war but was released and sent back here in 1956; The
two tothers are Dr, Alois Gaberle and Dr; Otto Adam; The prosecutor said more than
100 witnesses from Germany and other countries will testify for the prosecution when the
trial gets under way,

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GOLDA MEIR RETURNS TO U.N, TO DEFEND ISRAEL'S STAND ON ARAB REFUGEES

UNITED NATIONS, N,Y,, Nov; 16; (JTA) -- Israel's Foreign Minister Golda Meir
is due to arrive Sunday in New York from Jerusalem to lead the Israeli delegation at the
United Nations in the battl» on the Arab refugee issue which delegations from 11 Arab
countries are detarmined to raise with unprecedented fury,

Mrs, Meir will arrive a day before the UN Palestine Conciliation Commission is
expected to file a report idealing with the refugee problem; On Monday, the PCC
report is scheduled to be handed to the General ASsembly, By the end of next week,
or by Monday of the following week, the Assembly’s Special Political Committee will
open debate on the PCC's report as well as on the annual report of John H, David,
director of the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine Refugees,

From that point on, it was foreseen here today, Israel will face the fiercest bar-
rage of Arab attacks it has had to endure in many years, The Arab delegations will
make an all-out effort this year to convince the Assembly that all of the Arab refugees
must be "repatriated" to Israel; and that the United Nations must establish some sort
of custodianship over property which the refugees claim they have left in Israel,
amounting, according to their inflated figures, to many billions of ddlars, .Addi-
tionally, the Arab delegations may iinsist on establishment of a UN Commission to
probe claims that Israel is "oppressing' the Arab minority living in Israel,

Part of the PCC report is expected to be a separate report by Dr; Joseph E; John-
son, president of the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, who has been acting
for the last four months as the Cammission's special emissary to the Middle East; The
PCC is expected to request that it be given the opportunity to probe the entire issue fur-
ther for another year, thus postponing definitive action on any final solution of the refugee
problem; It is expected that sich 2 move will be backed by the leading Western Powers,
especially the United States and Britain; If the Commission is thus given a year's grace,
Dr. Johnson will be asked to continue in his post for another 12 months,

EICHMANN CCMPLETES WRITING THIRD VOLUME; VERDICT EXPECTED BY DEC, 15

JERUSALEM, Nov, 15; (JTA) -~ Israel officials reported today that Adolf Eichmann
has informed one of the officers of the jail where he is held that ke has completed writing
his "Third Volume of Memoirs;" The former Gestapo colonel, awaiting a verdict on his
trial last summer on charges of having master-minded the wartime Nazi slaughter of
6,000, 000 European Jewish men, women and children, told the jailer that he plans to
write severl more volumes,

Two of Eichmann's guards, both Oriental Jews, asked to be relieved of the assign-
ment; They were understood to have told their superiors that after attending the trial
and listening to the frightful testimony, they could no longer stand tfe sight of the de-
fendant; Their request was approved.

The verdict of the threé-judge court which heard the trial is expected to be handed
down starting December 15, However, the verdict, which is expected to require six
days of presentation, may be given before that date; Dr. Robert Servatius, Eichmann's
West German attorney, has indicated he expects a verdict of guilty and that he will
appeal that verdicty

FRANCE UNINCLINED TO SUPPORT ISRAEL ON EUROPEAN COMMON MARKET

PARIS, Nov, 16; (JTA) -- Israel's bid for French support for some sort of Israeli
association with the European common market was politely but firmly rebuffed by a lead-
ing French Government official last night,

The request was put to Pierre Jeanneney, French Trade Minister, by Pinhas Sapir,
Israel's Minister of Commerce and Industry, during a lengthy conference; The Israeli
official described the dire consequences for Israel's economy because of its exclusion
from the increasingly more close-knit six-nationeconomic community,

Emphasizing that the problems could become acute after the admission of Britain,
now one of israel's best customers, Mr, Sapir said that the present provisions of
ECM amounted to a boycott of Israeli products which would be barred by stringent
ECM tariffs from entering friendly countries,

The. French official was understood to have expressed his understanding of the grow-
ing problem but also to have stressed the wider aspects of the situation and the need to
consult with other ECM members, as well as French economic factors, However, he did
give assurances that France would do everuthing possible to increase imports from Israel,

ISRAEL, ARMY DEVELOPS REFINED MOTOR FUEL FOR ALL LAND VEHICLES

TEL AVIV, Nov; 167 (JTA) -- The Israel Army Supply Corps has developed a refined
