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JDC Allocates Funds For Czech-Jewish Refugees; 780 Register In Vienna

NEW YORK, Sept. 4 (JTA)-~The Joint Distribution Committee announced today that it had
allocated $100,000 to provide relief for Jewish refugees arriving in Vienna from Czechoslovakia,
Samuel L, Haber, JDC executive vice-chairman, revealed that as of this afternoon, 780 refugees had
applied to the JDC office in Vienna for assistance. He said the first applicants came from among the
thousands of tourists who had been outside Czechoslovakia when Soviet troops crossed the border. The

latest group, he said, consisted of men, women and children who had just come to Vienna from Czecho~
slovakia,

To meet the immediate needs of the refugees, Mr. Haber said, JDC is providing small cash
grants, primarily for food, hotel rooms and other necessities, Other aid is being given to the refugees
by non-sectarian voluntary agencies and the Austrian authorities, Few of the Jewish refugees, Mr,
Haber noted, have made any plans for the future, although small numbers indicated a desire to emi-
grate to the United States, Israel and other countries. “The general consensus of those on the spot,”
Mr. Haber said, “is that this is a waiting-period, with indecisiveness playing the main role.”

The JDC Vienna office is overcrowded with the refugee influx and additional office space is
being sought. To cope with the emergency, experienced JDC staff members have been sent to Vienna
from JDC headquarters in Geneva and other offices in Europe. Mr, Haber said that additional funds
would be provided if the emergency continues. Funds for JDC's assistance programs overseas come
chiefly from the campaigns of the United Jewish Appeal.

Tekoah Accuses Egypt Of ‘Deliberate Attack’ At Suez, Charge Denied By El-Kony

UNITED NATIONS, N,Y,, Sept. 4 (JTA)-~Israel accused Egypt today before the United Nations
Security Council of a “deliberate and planned military attack” on the night of Aug. 26 when an Israeli
patrol was ambushed on the east bank of the Suez Canal resulting in the death of two Israeli soldiers and
the abduction of a third. Israel formally charged that the attack had been carried out by “an Egyptian
military force consisting of approximately 30 men,” The Council heard the Tekoah Egyptian statements
and adjourned until Thursday,

In a terse, straightforward presentation of the Israeli charges, Ambassador Yosef Tekoah
told the Security Council that “the nature of the ambush, the professional manner in which it was con-
ducted, the size of the Egyptian force employed, established on the basis of the army boot footprints
found in the area and the number of shelters dug by the attackers, the fact that the weapons used are
standard equipment of the UAR Army, the coordination of the attack with Egyptian military positions
on the west bank leave no room for any doubt whatsoever that this was a deliberate and planned military
attack by the UAR against Israel, and that the responsibility for it lies with the UAR.”

He pointed out that “the entire area on the UAR side is a military zone in which there is a
heavy concentration of troops. The Egyptian military positions are located along the canal at a close
distance from one another in some places the distance between these positions islessthan 100 meters.
These positions control all movements along the west bank of the canal and on the canal itself on which,
under arra reached the parties on July 27, 1967, and renewed on Aug. 27, 1967, all
movements of boats and all military activities are prohibited.” Mr, Tekoah said that “by all indica-
tions, the Egyptian forces crossed the canal which is only 150 meters wide in boats with a clear objective of
taking up positions on the east bank, ambushing the patrol known to survey the area and killing or cap-
turing its men,'*

The Israeli representative noted that this was the first time Egyptian units had crossed the
canal and attacked Israeli forces on the east bank. He warned that “this development is fraught with the
gravest dangers for the maintenance of the cease-fire.” He asked whether Egypt was ready to take
measures to prevent such attacks in future and was prepared to return the kidnapped lsraeli soldier,
noting that the answers to these questions “are vital for the future maintenance of the cease-fire in
the area.”

Says Israel Discouraged By Past Efforts On Peace Issues

in bringing the action before the Council, Mr. Tekoah said, Israel heped to arrest further
deterioration of the situation, to have the military attack condemned, to impress on Egypt the need to
carry out its obligations and to secure the return of the kidnapped soldier. He said that “general dif-
ficulties” and “obstacles placed in its way” had prevented the Security Council in the past from fairly
and equitably discharging its responsibilities in the Middle East. He observed that the people of Israel
were “greatly discouraged by the inability of the Council to rise above its arithmetic of votes and
vetoes and contribute to the termination of Arab violations of the cease-fire.” He said that the Israel
Government hoped that “this time, it will find support in the Council for its efforts to ensure the faith-
ful observance of the cease-fire and avert a serious aggravation of the situation,”
