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ISRAELI OFFICIALS REJECT IRC COMPLAINT
Say Group Was Not Duped By Israciis

JERUSALEM, May 14 (JTA)--Israell officials
today sharply rejected a complaint by the Inter-
national Red Cross that it had been duped by the
tactics Israel employed fo liberate a hijacked Sa-
bena jet. The Red Cross issued two different vers-
ions of the complaint at its Geneva headquarters
Friday, neither of which had reached Israel as of
this morning, a Foreign Ministry spokesman told the
Jewish Telegraphic Agency,

‘The complaints accused Israel of having exploited
the presence of Red Cross delegates at the airport
when it employed a ruse to seize the aircraft from
terrorist control by force, Although Israel’s offic~
ial reply awaits receipt of the text of the complaint,
statements this weekend by Foreign Minister Abba
Eban and by Defense Minister Moshe Dayan made
it clear that Israel categorically rejects the charges.

The Israell ministers noted that the IRC repre-
sentatives had been invited to the airport by the ter-
rorists who were holding the passengers and crew
members of the Belgian jet at gunpoint threatening
to blow up the aircraft unless their demands were
met, The IRC mission, they said, was solely to con=

vey from the to Israeli author-
ities and the terrorists.

At no point did Israel promise the IRC represen-
tatives that it would not use force to liberate the
plane, - In fact, the ministers reported, the IRCmen
were told that force would be used if no other way
could be found to save the uves of the hoshgee The
Red Cross said its rep:
