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PREMIER MEIR’S OFFICE DENIES RECEIVING
COMPLAINT OVER PRO-NIXON BIAS
McGovern e Says ‘No Truth’ To Report

JERUSALEM, June 15 (JTA)--Premier Golda
Meir’s office denied today that any protests had
been received from supporters oi Sen. George
McGovern over alleged politickicg for President
Nixon on the part of the Israel Embassy in Wash-
ington. The denial was in response to a report by
the Chicago Sun~Times Washington Bureau chief,
Thomas Ross yesterday that Myer Feldman, a White
House aide during the Kennedy administration now
working for McGovern, had protested directly to
Mrs. Meir,

According to Ross, ‘’key advisers’’ to the South
Dakotan seeking the Democratic Presidential nom-
ination were disturbed that alleged pro-Nixon bias
on the part of the Israel Embassy might result in
a wholesale defection of Jewish voters from McGov~
ern. Ross said complaints were also lodged with
the Embassy. The Prime Minister’s office said
no approach of any kind had been received by Mrs.
Meir from Feldman or from any other source close
to Sen. McGovern.. (A spokesman for Sen, McGov-
ern’s campaign headquarters in New York told the
Jewish Telegraphic Agency today that there was
“no truth’” in the report that Feldman had complained
to Premier Meir and said he had “‘no idea’ how it
got started.)

(In Washington today, Israel Embassy spokesman
Gad Ranon told the JTA that no complaints *‘whatso-
ever?’ had been received by the Embassy, Ranon
referred the JTA reporter to today’s statement by
the Premier’s office in Jerusalem, Shaul Ramati,
the Israeli Consul General in Chicago was quoted by
the Sun-Times today as denying on behalf of Mrs,
Meir that she had received ‘‘any such communica-
tion either in writing or orally from Myer Feldman
or anyone else,!?)

The names of
the three trial officers were not disclosed and it
was not known whether any of them are lawyers.
Under Israeli law, 4 military tribunal may impose
the death penalty, provided that at least two of ite
members are lawyers,

The Jewish Telegraphic Agency learned today
that Jacob Hagler, a prominent Tel Aviv lawyer,
has been appointed by the Lawyers Council to act
as defense counsel for Okamoto, The Council
named Hagler after Attorney General Meir Sham~
gar asked it to seleot 2 defense attorney, It was
learned that Okamoto did not ask for a lawyer but
agreed to accept one. He has reportedly told his
jailers that he wished to be execuied and that he
felt he shouldhavedied with his two companion
gunmen in the Lyddo attack,

Sources here said the Okamoto trial would be
opened officially Mozday but would not actually
get underway for some time for technical reasons.

The delegates directed the CCAR’s executive vice-
president to communicate the decision to the Bureau
of I after ng with legal coun-
sel.” The talephone excise tax was adopted by the Nix-
on administration specifically to raise additional rev-
enue to support the Vietnam war, accordirg to the
C

The resolution called on the CCAR’s 1100 members,
as individuals, to withhold payment of the tax and asked
the Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Religion
and the Union of American Hebrew Congregations to
take similar action, The HUC-JIR is the Reform rab-
binical seminary, The UAHC is the Reform move-
ment’s congregational branch,

In another development here today, a grass roots
movement was launched by Rabbi W, Gunther Plaut of
Toronto aimed at returning the Reform movement to
a disciplined set of halachic (Jewish religious law)
rules for daily:living and religious practices. Rabbi
Plaut, chairman of the CCAR’s Sabbath Committee,
described the development of a series of standards
in such areas as codes for the Sahbath. conversion,
marriage cer and mar-
riage counselling, He also € envisaged the establish-
ment of religious courts which have not existed in the
Reform movement for a generation,

He said he feit this new thrust “will give Reform
Judaism a new sense of purpose’’ and “‘hopefully,
will provide the impetus whereby in time, the entire
movement will turn back to a sense of law, albeit
progressive law,”

CONVICTED NAZI SET FREE;
OTHERS GET LIGHT SENTENCES

BONN, June 16 (JTA)--A former Nazi police
officer was set free by a Hamburg jury yester-
day after it found him guilty of having partici-
pated in the murders of at least 1800 Jews in
the Lublin district of Poland during World War
II, ‘The jury that convicted 62~year-old Anton
Becker refused to sentence him on grounds that
he played a relatively minor role in the mass
killings and was, moreover, *bound by the mili-
tary discipline which reigned at the time,””

Three former SS leaders received light sen-
tences in Munich yesterday for their role in the
murders of 400 Polish Jews. Karl Fingerwas,
62, got a four year jail term and Siegfried Schu~
hart and Theodor Lips, both 57, each was sen-
tenced to five years imprigsonment,

A court in Essen, meanwhile, has postponed
for the second time the trial of Horst Wagner,
an aide to Adolf Ei d of
in the mass murder of 350,000 Jews, Wagner,
who is free on bail, was released from trial in
order to undergo an eye operation. The presid-
ing judge, Walter Behringer, said he intends to
open the trial in July, But the accused has al-
ready served notice that he intends to enter a
hospital for treatment of “other illness’* after
his eye surgery.

TREPPER'S SON FILES LIBEL SUIT

COPENHAGEN, June 15 (JTA)--Dr. Michael
Brojde-Trepper, a son of former Soviet master-
spy Leopold Trepper, announced today that ke
was filing a libel suit against Jean Rochet, head
of the French counter-espionage service, for
charging that his father had collaborated with the
Nazis while serving as a Soviet agent during
World War 11, Dr, Brojde-Trepper said he re-
tained a French attorney and that the case would
come to trial Oct. 11,

In a letter to the French daily Le Mnnde.
Rochet also claimed that Trepper had worked for
the USSR and against France before World War
II.(In Paris, attorney Jean Soulez-Lariyiere con-
