MONTREAL, June 20 (JTA)--The Soviet Union
and the three Arab members-~Egypt, Lebanon and
Tunisia--registered the only negative votes. last
night as the Council of the International Civil Avia-
tion Organization (ICAO) adopted an American pro-
posal urging 8 to 1 t strict ity
measures against air terrorism.
