GENEVA, July 6 (JTA)--West Germany has
paid nearly $10.8 billion in reparations to Jewish
viotims of Nazism up to Dec. 31, 1971, it was dis~
closed here yesterday at the final session of the
current meeting of the Conference on Jewish Mat-
erial Claims Against Germany, Accordingto a
report by Dr, Ernst Katzenstein, German experts
estimate that the total reparations payments will
amount to $13,1 billion by Dec, 31, 1976 and could
reach $20 billion by the year 2000 if annuities still
to be paid out are included,

At the monthly meeting of the South African
Jewish Board of Deputies in Johannesburg last
week, the chairman, David K, Mann, referred to
the controversy over the student protests and said
that, without wishing to express any opinion on
them, he wanted to make clear that the student pro-
tests were not a Jewish issue, but a matter involv-
ing of all d t!

and rabbis, indeed, any individuals are entitled to
express their views; but it should be remembered
that these were personal views on matters of
South African national concern which did not con-
stitute a specific Jewish issue, he said.

DROP IN JUNE TOURISM RATE
WORRIES OFFICIALS

JERUSALEM, July 6 (JTA)-~Israeli officials
are worried about the slow-down in the rate of
tourism last month and fear that it may be a dir-
ect result of the May 30 massacre at Lydda Air-
port in which 27 persons were killed, Statistics
released by the Ministry of Tourism showed a 12
percent rise in tourism during June1972 compared
to the same month last year. This is considerably
