JOHANNESBURG, July 13 (JTA)-~Leaders of
South African Jewry expressed surprise today over
remarks by Louis A, Pincus, Chairman of the Jew-
ish Agency Executive in Jerusalem, over the state
of Jewish education in this country, Pincus, addres~
sing the World Conference of Jewish Organizations
(COJO) plenary meeting in Geneva July 9, claimed
that the system of Jewish education in South Africa
was ‘‘on the verge of disintegration®’; that Jewish
leaders here had shown no appreciation for the

overriding imp of Jewish and that
the quality of Jewish educatioi: in South Africa was
not adequate,
