Tax Is Anti-Social, Favors Rich

Di Palma, a tax lawyer and an executive of
Trans-World Airiines, said the Israeli tax was in-
valid because by taxing travel to foreign countries
Israel was assuming extraterritoriai rights it did
not have, He said the tax was “‘anti~social because'
the rich will travel in any case’ and because ‘‘cer-

According to Di Palma, ‘“‘the travel tax largely
violated the middle class workers’ freedom to trav-
el.” He said Is-
rael permits special tax reductions on travel to
certain countries such as Cyprus, Rumania, Kenya
and Ethiopia.

‘The IATA official said he visited Israel in 1965
and 1967 to try to have the travel tax rescinded.
During his current visit he did not request meet-

In1972,
the large cities reported that 16.2%, the inter-
mediate cities 22.1% and the smali cities that
28.4% were women. In 1965, tho percentages
were 10.2%, 20,3% and 19,5%.

Bertram H, Gold, executive vice-president of
the American Jewish Committee, discussing
the patterns of voting in the Presidential elec-
tion and the implications for Jewish
relations, stated that there was ‘‘an inordinate
amount of attention focussed on the Jewish vote,””
more 56 than {n previcus national elactions,
Issues concerning Jews were prominent durmg
the election campaign, thus giving the Jews a
greater visibility as an electoral group, if not
a bloc.
